MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING








December 15, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Gina Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – Chief Dodge – Chief Dodge came before the Board with a letter for review.  This letter is stating stipulations for the subject who was arrested for disorderly conduct in the Town Office.  Chief Dodge has reviewed the request with Attorney Meyer, Town Attorney, and he stated that this was allowed as long as the chief received authorization from the Board.

The Board reviewed the letter and gave Chief Dodge authorization to proceed.  Chief Dodge left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM - Bonnie Johnson, Treasurer – Mrs. Johnson reviewed the memo regarding the escrow account and back tax status of Marilyn Schaeffer.  Mrs. Johnson requested that the Board write to Ms. Schaeffer requesting authorization for the treasurer to withdraw funds from the escrow account in the amount of $2000.00 to apply towards the interest payment of her back taxes.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to prepare such letter for their review.  Mrs. Johnson left at 7:00pm.

 7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee and Selectmen – Budget Review – The Board and Budget Advisory Committee were presented with an up-dated budget and summary page after recommended changes from the last meeting were implemented.  They continued to review the budget for any possible changes to reduce the bottom line.  There were some cuts made in the General Government Budget and the warrant articles for the Heavy Equipment and Mapping. The Administrative Assistant will make the necessary changes.  It was also discussed about moving the cost of calculating, printing and mailing of the Water & Sewer Bills from the Tax Collector’s budget to the Water Dept. budget.  The Administrative Assistant expressed a concern that this was going to be a difficult task for the 2004 budget as we are still in the training process for the new water meter reading system.  She will work with the Tax Collector to come up with some figures for this.

There was some discussion regarding the cost of the books and periodicals for the library.  It was decided that they would be left for the 2004 budget.  Mr. Northcott suggests that a list of question be prepared to present to the library trustees in preparation for the 2005 budget.  It was recommended that this be done in March 2004 to give the trustees ample time to gather the statistical data required.

Mr. Kerber provided a handout comparing area towns budget and per-capita cost.  There was some discussion regarding this comparison.

The Budget Advisory Committee left at 9:20PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Robinson brought up the decision of the Zoning Board to override the original decision for denial of the Quadrini’s building permit.  Discussion was held regarding the possibility of the Board of Selectmen requesting an appeal hearing.  The Board reviewed the Ordinance and it was decided that the selectmen would contact Attorney Meyer regarding the ordinance and his interpretation.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30pm.
