MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                DECMEBER 15, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

6:35PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder:  Not available

6:45PM – Mr. Marazoff, Cross Country Appraisal – Review information for Karvosky Appeal to BTLA :  Mr. Marazoff came before the Board to review the information regarding the Karvosky appeal.  He received an appraisal from Mr. Karvosky last week.  Mr. Marazoff explained several different options that could be proposed to Mr. Karvosky and the BTLA.   Mr. Marazoff provided the board with a copy of the sales agreement showing the concession given at the time of the sale.  The Board has instructed Mr. Marazoff to continue with the hearing on December 23rd.   Mr. Marazoff left at 7:10pm.  

Mr. Warme came in and reviewed the status of the water meter installation contract.  He has recommended Mr. Wallace of McKinley Circle.  Mr. Wallace has agreed to do the work for the same contract price as Mr. Warme.  He has been working with Mr. Warme to become familiar with the process.  The Board will arrange a meeting with Mr. Wallace.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to appointment Mr. Wallace as the new meter installer.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will complete a new contract and have Mr. Wallace come meet the board.  Mr. Warme left at 7:55pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight to accept the manifests in the amount of $500,000; $8,181.91 and $19,729.32 and payroll manifest and the minutes of previous meeting.    Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Robinson reviewed the status of the town with Mr. Cameron, EMD.  Many more residents are back on power and the warming center is working well.  There will be another conference call on Tuesday at noon to review the status of the state.  

The Board reviewed the meeting schedules for the public hearings for 2009 Budget proposal and bond notice.  The first public hearing will be on Thursday, Feb. 5, 2009 at 7pm at the elementary school with the second hearing, if needed, to be scheduled for Thursday, Feb. 12, 2009 with a notice to be posted no later than January 28th.   Mrs. LaPlante will verify with the school if these dates are available.  

The Board continued review of the 2009 budget proposal.  They reviewed some changes in the electricity line items per notification from PSNH.   Reviewed the Gates Road expenses and the new well expenses for possible bond issues.  The board discussed the possible fuel adjustments to make.  The health insurance options were reviewed.   The Board decided to go with a cost of $2.75/gal on fuel oil & diesel fuel.  

8:20PM  - Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues per RSA 91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.  

9:00PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.
Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:25pm.
