MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                DECMEBER 22, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectman Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

6:35PM – MPD – Chief Lyons -  Chief Lyons explained the remainder of his budget for 2008 and was inquiring if he could use the balance of the 2008 budget for the accreditation instead of proposing it for the 2009 budget.  There were issues regarding the long-term effects of this program.  Mrs. Paight was concerned with what other long-term items will be needed to continue the accreditation status.  Chairman Robinson explained that his other concerns were what might have to be done to the building to keep this program in place.  Chief Lyons explained that after speaking with Mr. French the only item of concern is the door and Chief Lyons explained that it has been taken care of by means of a donation.  Chief Lyons is also concerned that SOG’s need to be completed to keep the department out of a liability issue.  The Board will review this and get back with the Chief later this week.  Mrs. Paight asked if we had SOG’s or were they just outdated.  Chairman Robinson reviewed the pay request with the Chief.  Chief Lyons left at 6:50pm. Chairman Robinson and Mrs. Paight indicated that a decision would be made by Wednesday.  Chief left at 6:50pm.  

7:10PM – Mr. Sheehan and Mr. Wright-  Mr. Sheehan and Mr. Wright came before the Board to review an issue with the plowing of snow on corner of Sawyer Lane and Route 101.  There are concerns regarding a pile of snow that accumulates on this corner, which makes visibility poor for traffic turning onto Route 101.  Chairman Robinson explained that the town’s responsibility is to maintain Sawyer Lane and the State’s responsibility to maintain Route 101.  There is also concern that the apartment plowing is also a part of the problem.  We will contact the highway department and we will also send a letter to the homeowner on Route 101 regarding the plowing issues.  Mr. Sheehan and Mr. Wright left at 7:15pm.    

 7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee -  Mrs. LaPlante provided a new copy of the budget worksheet with the proposed changes that had been recommended.   She explained the changes that were made.  The Board will make a determination regarding the health insurance options.  Chairman Robinson explained that there are still warrant articles that need to be added.    Committee left at 7:45pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson to accept the manifests in the amount of $26,996.38 and payroll manifest and the minutes.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the information received from Ms. Pinkham-Langer of the state regarding the property located at 328 Old Troy Road regarding a current use violation and also the excavation violation.  The Board will have a current use lien tax form prepared and sent to the owner.  

The Board reviewed the letter from NHDOT regarding Bonny Road Bridge signs.  Mrs. LaPlante will check with Mr. Patnode regarding this issue.

The Board reviewed the Hemenway  list as presented by the welfare administrator.  Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to approve the list as amended.         

Chairman Robinson reviewed Mrs. Orkins salary request and explained that she would have to be able to defend the request at the public hearing.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
