MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              DECEMBER 28, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT: 

6:30PM – Mr. Blanc – Came before the Board to sign the agreement regarding the sign issue.  All parties signed the agreement and the check will be ready on Wednesday.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into the public hearing for the purpose of accepting the donation from Cia Kensan-Devan 

The Board returned to their regular meeting at 7:23pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $16,395.62 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.    Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the schedule of the public hearing on the proposed 2010 budget.  It was decided that the first budget hearing will be held on Thursday, February 4th and the second hearing, if needed will be on Thursday, February 18th.  Both meetings will be held at 7:00PM in the gym at the elementary school.   The Town Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, March 9th.  

Mr. Gavrin discussed the on-going energy audit grants and what the town is planning to do to help obtain these grants.  There was discussion regarding the things that could be done at town office to help conserve energy.  These will be looked at further.

There was discussion regarding the emergency management position.  Mr. Tousley will be contacted regarding his intentions as the Emergency Manager or Assistant Emergency Manager.    

Chairman Paight asked if anyone had any thing to be reviewed for 2010 budget proposal.  Mr. Robinson requested that this be tabled to the next meeting.  Mr. Northcott is going to look into some different options for health insurance coverage.  

There was discussion regarding the manhole extensions and the water main repair work on Terrace Street for the 2010 Water and Sewer budgets.  The Board asked Mrs. LaPlante to send a note to Mr. Patnode and Mr. Karasinsky for information on these projects.  

Mr. Robinson spoke about a possible Code Enforcer position.  This would be someone who would respond on a complaint and issue a citation if necessary.  He considered this to be a per visit fee the same as we do for the building, electrical and plumbing inspectors.  He suggested that Mr. Wilber would be a candidate for this position.

There was also discussion regarding the street light inventory.  The Board will do a site review and determine what lights will be eliminated.  There is a removal cost of approximately $130/light.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10pm.
