MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 




December 30, 2002

Meeting was called to order at 6:25 pm.  Present were Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen John Northcott, Gina Paight, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante. 

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to approve the minutes of previous meeting and signed manifest.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Heyman arrived at 6:25pm.  Mr. Heyman discussed the status of the Time Warmer Cable issue.  He also reviewed the Town Website status with the Board.  There are still a few departments which need to submit their information but for the most part the website is coming along nicely.  Mr. Heyman extended to praise  the RTC and Library for their great presentations for the website.  

Chief Dodge arrived at 6:30pm.  Chief Dodge updated the Board on the status of the candidate search for Sgt. Chamberlain’s replacement.  There have been advertisements placed and some résumé’s have been received.  

Chief Dodge also discussed the proposal regarding the housing situation of the police department.  At this time the Police Department renovations are being put aside for further study.  Mr. Northcott spoke about the long range needs of the Town for facilities, i.e., Town Hall, School, Police Department and establishing one single bond issue versus multiple bonds spread out over several years for single items.  It was also suggested that a study group be established to look further into these needs.

Chief Dodge and Mr. Heyman left at 7:15 pm.

Lawn Mowing Bids were reviewed.  The Board has accepted Mr. Michael Ball’s bid to do the lawn care for Meeting House Cemetery and Mr. Robert Pratt’s bids for Esty and East Cemeteries.

The remaining bids were reviewed, both of which did not include Meeting House, East, and Esty Cemeteries.  The Board has decided on a budget figure for the lawn-mowing contract and the bid will be awarded after some consultation has taken place with department heads.

The Board reviewed a citizen’s request regarding back taxes and interest.  The Board will be in contact with the citizen.

The Board began discussion of the Warrant Articles needed for the March 11, 2003 Warrant.  It was determined that an article would be needed for the Capital Reserve Account for the Fire Department, Capital Reserve for Heavy Equipment (Highway), Capital Reserve fund for Police Cruiser. 

Chief Dodge returned at 8:15pm to report an incident at 257 Main Street.  The Selectmen have directed the Administrative Assistant to send a certified letter to the resident regarding the issue of Zoning Violation.

Mr. Northcott moved to recess this meeting to Thursday, January 2, 2003 at 4:00pm.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Meeting recessed at 8:25pm.
