MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 




FEBRUARY 10, 2003

Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm.  Present were Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen John Northcott, Gina Paight, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante. 

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved,  Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting with a minor spelling change.  Vote was unanimous.

DEPARTMENT HEADS

Mr. Patnode– MHD

Mr. Patnode arrived at 6:35pm.  Chairman Robinson asked about the final decision on the Dump Truck.  Mr. Patnode was still waiting for one more quote to be faxed in from Grappone Ford.  

Mr. Northcott asked Mr. Patnode about the time that he actually spent doing Water Department Duties.  Mr. Patnode stated that he reads the pump meters daily, fills the pump tanks.  The highway crew has also been doing several water main thaw outs over the past couple of weeks.  

Chairman Robinson asked Mr. Patnode if he had an idea what the replacement cost the large dump truck might range.   The Board is trying to plan for the most efficient use of the Heavy Vehicle Capital Reserve.  

Mr. Patnode was complemented for his and his crew’s efforts in keeping up the with snow removal over the past several weeks.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm.

Chief Dodge – MPD:  Chief Dodge arrived at 6:50pm.  Chairman Robinson explained that we would like to review the police department salary.    A decision was made on the Chief salary, Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the proposed increase of 9%.  Vote was unanimous.

Chief Dodge reported on the status of a replacement for Sgt. Chamberlain.  Chief Dodge left at 7:10pm.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00PM.  Mr. Bergeron presented the Board with a question regarding the prospect of paving the road up to the Maple Lane Project. Chairman Robinson indicated that the Town probably would not pave Maple Lane at this time.   Chairman Robinson will check with Mr. Patnode regarding was could be done to help promote the Maple Lane project.  Mr. Bergeron thanked the Board for its input.   Mr. Bergeron left at 7:20pm.

7:30PM Mr. Dale LaCasse arrived to discuss a proposal for the LeCraw property located on Jaffrey Road next the Town Highway Garage.  Mr. LaCasse is proposing to build a warehouse/greenhouse and was looking for verification of the zoning in that area.  Chairman Robinson indicated that the property in located in a C2 zone.  Mr. LaCasse left at 7:50pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

The Board reviewed the final budget adjustments that were proposed at the public hearing.  Attorney Mayer sent a letter for the Board to review regarding the wording of the warrant articles.  The articles were reviewed and the Administrative Assistant was instructed to make the necessary changes.  It was determined that a public hearing was needed in order to proceed with the warrant article proposing to increase the basic veteran’s credit from $50 to $100.  This hearing will be held at 4:00pm on Wednesday, February 19, 2003 and Mrs. LaPlante will post this in the Keene Sentinel as well as at the Library, Post Office and Town Hall.

Mrs. LaPlante reported that the Annual Report was nearing completion and would be ready for the printers by Friday, 2/14/03 at noon.  

Chairman Robinson informed the Board of the recommendations from the Marlborough Fire Company for Chief and Deputy Chief effective April 8, 2003.  The following recommendations were made:  John Manning for Chief and Stephen Thomas for Deputy Chief.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to approve these recommendations.  Vote was unanimous.  Chairman Robinson asked Mrs. LaPlante to have the certificate of appointment completed and send a letter of congratulations to both men.

The Board will not be meeting on Monday, February 17, 2003 due to the President’s Day Holiday.  

Mr. Northcott moved,  Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05 pm.
