MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 




FEBRUARY 19, 2003

Meeting was called to order at 4:05pm.  Present were Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen John Northcott, Gina Paight, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  Also present Chief Dodge and John Fletcher

Mrs. Paight moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn the regular meeting and enter into the Public Hearing at 4:10pm.  Vote was unanimous.

The purpose of the public hearing was to discuss the proposed changes to the Town’s Veteran’s Tax Credit from $50.00 to $100.00 per RSA 72:28 V & VI.  Chairman Robinson stated that he felt this should have been done a long time ago.  Mr. Fletcher felt that this was a reasonable request.  The impact on the Town was discussed.  At the present time 117 people take advantage of this tax credit.  There was no other discussion.    At this time Chairman Robinson polled the Board for their vote.  The vote was unanimous to place the article on the Warrant for Town Meeting, March 11, 2003 to increase the tax credit from $50.00 to $100.00.  

Mr. Northcott moved, Mrs. Paight seconded to close the public hearing and return to the regular Board Meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  The Board returned to its regular meeting at 4:30pm.

A citizen arrived at 4:30pm with a question regarding a bill that was received for services rendered by Keating Plumbing and Heating for investigating her frozen water pipes.  It was discovered that the pipes were frozen underground which is the responsibility of the Town.  The Board discussed this and they agreed to pay the bill and instructed the citizen to conduct the Highway Department in the future.

Chief Dodge – MPD:  Chief Dodge spoke briefly about the issue of permit parking only at Stone Pond Beach.  Chief Dodge asked if a public hearing would be required to do this.  Chairman Robinson stated that we would hold a hearing in order to add the change to the parking regulations of the town.  Chief Dodge also mentioned that they would like to post Horse Hill Road near the sliding area to parking on the field side only.  There was also a discussion regarding parking at the Town Hall.  There will be temporary signs posted along the fence to help with parking congestion due to the recent snow problem.

Chairman Robinson asked Chief Dodge about the possibility of petitioning the State of New Hampshire for four parking spaces along Route 101 between the Town Hall driveway and the crosswalk.  These spaces would not hinder the view of people coming in and out of the Town Hall and also Depot Street.  This will be looked into further.

Chief Dodge updated the Board on the search process for a new sergeant.  Chief Dodge proposed a change in strategy and the possibility of hiring another officer and increasing the secretary’s hours from 10 hours/week to 15 hours/week to help relieve the chief of some administrative details.  The Board asked Chief Dodge to look around at the base rate of the area towns and report back.  

Chief Dodge left at 5:10pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved, Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting with minor changes.  Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight has looked into replacing the current postage meter and has found a local company that can offer the Town a better annual fee than we are currently paying.  They also offer the option of buying the scale outright instead of renting it.  The Board voted to accept the agreement with NEIP of Keene for the rental of the postage meter and purchase of the scale.

Chairman Robinson made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Northcott seconded motion.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 5:20pm.
