MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

February 7, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk/Tax Collector -  Mrs. Orkins came before the Board to inform the Board on the new Vital Statistics program being offered by the State of New Hampshire.  It would require a high-speed Internet line, which the State would pay for.  They required that this be a secured line, only for use by the Town Clerk’s office.  It would not be allowed to for use throughout the building.  This program would also generate some revenue for the town as people would be able to request abstracts of birth, death and marriage certificates for any event that occur in the State of New Hampshire.  The State of NH require that if at any time the Town entered into a contract with Time Warner Cable for other services in the building that we would then be responsible for the internet cost for the Vital Statistics line.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to have Mrs. Orkins pursue this program and the training necessary to implement such program.  

7:00PM – Mr. David Knight, Dave’s Automotive – Mr. Knight came before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the current junkyard licensing requirements.  The State of NH will no longer be issuing permits for junkyards that are not in direct contact with interstates.  This will be the responsibility of the municipalities.  Mr. Robinson indicated that the Town of Marlborough ceased to issue these permits in the past.  Mr. Knight indicated that in order for his company to stay affiliated with certain Salvage Yard/Junkyard organization and to obtain certain permits he is required to provide proof of licensing.  The Board will look into this and provide Mr. Knight with the necessary documentation by March 1st.  

The Board also reviewed with Mr. Knight the map of the Avilite property boundary line.  He is in agreement with the survey completed by Mr. Goodrich.  The Board will continue the process of a boundary line adjustment with the Planning Board and the conveyance of a deed. 

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meetings and the manifest in the amount of $18,054.60.  Vote was unanimous. 

Mrs. LaPlante reported that the minutes of the 1/24/05 Selectmen’s Meeting contained an error.  The Board was asked for approval to delete the “1999 property inventory forms” and the minutes stated “1998”.   Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the changes as noted.  Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed a sign application from Wax On Tap, which will be located at 157 Main Street.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to approve this application.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the new hours for the Selectmen’s Office and the Welfare Administrator.  New schedule will be posted in the Town report and on the website when final.

The Board addressed an inquiry from Attorney Hanna regarding building permits on a Class VI road.  The Board reviewed the Town’s Policy #15.  Chairman Northcott will respond to Attorney Hanna on this matter.

The Board discussed the HB90, a full repeal to RSA 287-G.  An e-mail letter of support will be sent to the committee members on the Town’s behalf.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was recessed at 8:55PM.
