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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectperson Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and to accept the manifest in the amount of $29,730.67.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the Certificate of Appointments for the Heritage Commission, Planning Board and Conservation Commission.  All were accepted.  There was discussion regarding the opening for Zoning Board Chairman, which will be available in June.  Several options were discussed.

The Administrative Assistant brought the Board up to date on the beaver problem at the lower ball field.  Mr. Whipple has been hired to trap and remove the beavers.  Mr. Whipple had set two traps last week and both were stolen.  He will be reporting to the Fish & Game Department before setting any more traps.  

Mr. Robinson spoke to the Board regarding a possible cable agreement with Merton Group.  He provided a report about the Merton Group.  Chairman Northcott indicated that he would like to be able to study the handout further and take this item up at a later meeting.

The Board reviewed several properties that are in violation of Zoning Ordinance 6.4.D.15 concerning open lot storage.  The Administrative Assistant will be writing letters to these residents.  Chairman Northcott will also be contacting the Town Attorney for advice on the procedures that can be taken next regarding the enforcement of this ordinance.

Mr. Robinson reminded the Board that the Employee Handbook would need to be reviewed and updated by July 1, 2004.  The Administrative Assistant will forward copies of this document to each Board member for review prior to the next meeting.

There was discussion regarding the proposed trailer park expansion for the Mountain View Trailer Park.  

The Board also being looking at the “Current Use Survey” which the Town will be conducting this spring.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
