MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 





MARCH 3, 2003

Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm.  Present were Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen John Northcott, Gina Paight, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante. 

Mr. Northcott moved,  Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting with a minor spelling change.  Vote was unanimous.

DEPARTMENT HEADS:  

Chief Dodge arrived at 6:45pm.  Chief Dodge stated that the department has been very busy catching up on the current caseload.  Officer Simonds has been on days for the past several weeks to help with this overload.  Chief Dodge stated that he would be placing ads for an officer.  The cut off for application will be March 28, 2003 with hopes of wrapping up the complete process and bringing the new officer around May 1st.  Chief Dodge left at 7:15pm.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30pm – Paula Clemente and Robert Camp, Department of Revenue Administration, stopped by to meet the Board and to review the recent Equalized Valuation Report.    Chairman Robinson explained that we would be requesting funds to complete a statistical analysis.  Our recertification year is 2006 and Paula & Robert both felt that this was an excellent process to take.  They left at 6:55pm.

The Board moved to the conference room at 7:15pm to meet with the Heritage Commission.  Mr. Butler, Mr. Frost and Mr. Bennett were present.  Mr. Frost outlined a programming regarding the restoration of the Town Pound Site.  There is a handout attached which was provided to the Board.  This project would be completed with private funds.  The Heritage Commission was looking for authorization from the Selectmen to develop a committee to get Phase I of the project started.  Phase I would involve the clean up of trees and brush in the area to bring the land back to its original field.  There will be restoration of the stonewalls surrounding the area also. For further information regarding the formation on Stone Wall restorations and Stone Conservatories Mr. Frost has provided a website address: http://stonewall.uconn.edu .  They encourage people to visit this site.

Chairman Robinson state that the only stipulation is that a member of the committee be from the Conservation Commission.   Mr. Butler also asked that a representative from the Selectmen’s Office also be on the committee.  

Mr. Butler also stated that there are some grants that they are looking into for further funding of this project. The Board unanimously agrees to have the committee continue with the project.   The Heritage Commission left at 7:50pm.

The Board returned to the Selectmen’s office for the completion of the Selectmen’s Meeting.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed the attorney’s comments regarding fining.  The attorney informed the Board that only the court can issue fines and that if the selectmen wish to provide the necessary documentation he would file the package with the court.  Chairman Robinson moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to proceed with legal action on the impending fine at 257 Main Street.

The Board reviewed a request from a citizen regarding back taxes and liens.  The Board voted not to accept the proposed agreement.  Chairman Robinson instructed the Administrative Assistant to write a letter to the citizen.

The Lawn Mowing Contract for 2003 was discussed.  The bids were again reviewed.  After some discussion Chairman Robinson asked the Administrative Assistant to contact Sundhill Farms to confirm that the cost of Spring & Fall Clean-up were included in his bid package.  If this were correct than the contract would be offered to Sundhill Farms pending the outcome of the Town Meeting on March 11, 2003.  Contract details would be reviewed at the Town Meeting.

Jeff Earls of Earls, Neider & Perkins, provided the Board with a narrative to help explain the Statistical Analysis that is being proposed for 2003 to help bring our property assessments in line for our State recertification in 2006.  The Board reviewed the information.  They will be presenting it to the public at the Town Meeting.

The Tax Collector asked the Board about the rental of an abandoned trailer, which has liens and back water and sewer due.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact the landlord for proof of ownership.  

Mrs. Paight moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:15pm.
