MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

APRIL 26, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectpersons Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – CHIEF DODGE - TRAFFIC ORDINANCES  - Chief Dodge presented the Board with a copy of the proposed traffic ordinance changes.  The Board reviewed then and changes were noted.  The Administrative Assistant and Chief Dodge will make the necessary corrections and prepare a copy for the public to view prior to the public hearing which is scheduled for May 5, 2004.  The notice of the meeting was posted in the Sentinel on 4/26 and a copy was posted on the website, Library and the Town Office.  Chief Dodge left at 7:55pm.

7:55PM – IRA GAVRIN, CONSERVATION COMMISSION -  Mr. Gavrin brought up the concern of a bridge being out on the rail trail, over the Minniwawa River and who is liable for the maintenance of a bridge which is replaced.  Mrs. Paight explained about the grant regarding bridge replacement, which a local organization is seeking.  There were several questions regarding responsibility and liability issues.  Mr. Northcott will contact the Town Attorney regarding this questions and report back to the Board at its next meeting.  Mr. Gavrin left at 8:00pm.

8:00PM – Mr. Kenney – Mr. Kenney came before the Board to discuss tax issues.  Mr. Northcott will write a letter to the tax collector regarding this issue.  Mr. Kenney left at 8:05pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and to accept the manifest in the amount of $84,976.32.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a letter received from the Marlborough PTA requesting permission to use the Teacher Parking Area for a yard sale, which is to be conducted on May 22, 2004 as part of the PTA Carnival.  The Board has no problem with this use and asked the Administrative Assistant to send a letter to the PTA.

Chairman Northcott read a letter received from Attorney Wasserman requesting an extension for deeding on her client’s property located at 69 Shaker Farm Road – North. The Board voted to grant an extension and send a letter to Tax Collector and Attorney Wasserman informing them of this decision.

The Board reviewed several abatement applications and will be sending notification to property owners.  They will continue the reviews at their next regular meeting.

Chairman Northcott wishes to extend a thank you from the Board to Mr. Woodard for a job well done in refurbishing the town signs. A letter will be sent.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:40pm.
