MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 





APRIL 28, 2003

The Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Selectman Northcott.  Present were Larry Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:


NONE

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved to accept the signed manifest and minutes of the previous meeting.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott brought up a question on a building permit request at 96 Pleasant Street.  Mr. Robinson indicated that you cannot change the footprints of the building on a non-conforming lot without meeting the required setbacks.   The requested addition would not meet the required setback of 40 ft. from front of property.  Mr. Robinson suggested that the landowner be contacted to see if there could be any adjustments made to get the necessary 40 ft. setback requirements.  

Mr. Heald arrived at 7:00pm.  He had questions regarding a building permit for a fencing project.  It was discussed and Board decided to have a permit issued for the fence and greenhouse.

Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Heald about the greenhouse that is being proposed for property located on Route 124 above the Town Highway Garage.  He had a question regarding the percentage of building coverage that is allowed.

After some discussion Mr. Heald left at 7:10pm.

At 7:10PM a citizen arrived to discuss intent to cut.  Mr. Northcott indicated that this intent would need to be signed by all three Selectmen and would then be processed in the normal procedure and that the intent would be available for the next business day.  Citizen left at 7:15pm.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to recess the meeting until Chairman Paight arrived.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting recessed at 7:20pm.

Chairman Paight had not arrived at 7:25pm and a Citizen arrived to discuss a tax issue.  At this time Mr. Robinson moved to reconvene the meeting and Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting reconvened at 7:30pm.

Citizen came before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the issue of the Notices of Impending Deeds that he received from the Tax Collector.  He had questions regarding when he had to be off the property and how long he had to notify his tenants, remove his personal belongings, the belongings of people who are storing items on his property, insurance cars that are still being worked on and also, a Boston insurance agent who has a car there waiting a pending court date.  Mr. Northcott stated that according to the Town Attorney he was to be removed from the property  on the date the deed is to executed.  Mr. Northcott will be contacting our attorney regarding the question of tenants have to move from the property.

The Citizen stated that he did not have the money to pay the back taxes and asked what the Town  could do to assist him with this problem.  

The Administrative Assistant provided the Board of Selectmen with the file regarding this Citizen’s complaint.  Mr. Robinson read the agreement that was made in 1999 and also referred to the previous agreements made by the Board and the Citizens. The Citizen denied having ever received  the agreement from 1999 that Mr. Robinson read.   Mr. Robinson indicated that the Citizen had not followed through with any of the past agreements that were made.  The Citizen argued that the Town did not allow him time enough to secure a loan to pay these taxes.  The Citizen stated that the Board took too long in getting back to him with the figures that he needed to take to the bank.  Mr. Northcott reviewed the minutes of past meetings and indicated that the Town had responded to the Citizens request within one week.   The Citizen stated that there was not adequate time for him to proceed with the process of obtaining a loan.

Mr. Robinson suggested that the Board recess this meeting until such time as all three members of the Board are present.  Mr. Robinson stated that the Board would meet by May 2, 2003 to make a final decision.   Citizen left at 8:10pm.

Mr. Robinson moved to recess this meeting until Wednesday, April 30, 2003 at 3:30pm.

Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting recessed at 8:25pm.
