MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 





APRIL 7, 2003

The Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Present were Chairman Paight, Larry Robinson, John Northcott, Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – CHIEF DODGE:  Chief Dodge arrived.  He stated that the activity around town continues to be steady.  He reminded the Board that he would be away on vacation from April 19th returning on April 28th.  Officer Simonds will have an emergency contact number should this be needed.  Coverage during that time will be minimal.  Officer Avani will be covering some extra shifts during this time as well.

The application process is still on going.  The physical agility test is now complete and the oral review boards have been scheduled.  He currently has four candidates in the running at this time.

Chief Dodge had a discussion with the Board regarding a possible candidate for the Sergeant position.  Chief Dodge stated that this candidate would be part of the oral review boards that are up coming.

  There was a discussion regarding a possible policy change regarding the waiving of health benefits and being paid a stipend.  Mr. Robinson explained that at the present time this is not an option that the Town is entertaining.

Mr. Northcott reported that he had a complaint from a citizen that he could not obtain when it was needed.  Chief Dodge explained that the State Police were on duty and that the call in reference was prioritized by their dispatching system as they were already on a call in Marlborough of a more urgent nature.  Mrs. Paight asked what would have happened if I had been a more serious case, would State Police had been available for coverage?  Chief Dodge indicated that the mutual aid system would have come into play at this time.  

Chief Dodge left at 7:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous. 

Mr. Northcott asked the Board’s approval to attend the Selectperson Institute at Antioch New England Graduate School.  This is a 4-session workshop.  The cost is $100.00.  Mr. Robinson moved, Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  The Administrative Assistant was asked to forward the necessary registration forms.

The Administrative Assistant explained the Unemployment Security issue.  The Town is a reimbursable municipality versus a contributory municipality, which means that we must reimburse the Unemployment Security of N.H. dollar for dollar for any claims filed.  If the Town wishes to change their status they need to send a letter to Unemployment Security in December making that request.  The change can only be made at the beginning of any calendar year.  This issue will be reviewed further at a later date.

Mrs. Orkins asked the Board about the possibility of charging two homes in the Town a fixed rate for sewer usage because of the poor water quality in those residence (private well not town water) it is impossible to keep the meters from clogging and needing replacement.  The Board agreed to charge a flat rate for the property located at 330 Dublin Road.

Mr. Northcott moved, Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
