MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

MAY 10, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectpersons Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:45PM - MHD – MR. PATNODE –  Chairman Northcott and Mr. Patnode discussed the recommended changes to occur to prevent further washout of Gates Road.  The Highway department will place a catch basin above the Goodine property and a culvert will then be placed and then they will tar up another 100 feet to help with washout.

Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Patnode about the trimming of some brush on McKinley Circle.  Mr. Patnode said that they have it in the schedule.  Chairman Northcott stated the Cheshire Housing Trust would take care of the clean up.  

Mr. Robinson inquired about the sewer system at the trailer park and would it accommodate the 13 lots that are being proposed by Mr. LaFleur.  Mr. Patnode feels that there could be a problem with ledge and that would make running extension lines difficult.  

6:50PM – MR. HEALD, ZONING BOARD – Mr. Heald has questions regarding the appeal submitted by Mr. Goodine and requested permission from the Board of Selectmen to contact legal council for clarification.  Mr. Heald was instructed to contact council for advice.  Mr. Heald left at 7:05pm.

7:05PM – HAZARDOUS MITIGATION  - Mr. Davidian, Mr. Carley, Mr. Rice, Mr. Patnode, Mr. Linders, and Mr. Goss of Southwest Region Planning Commission joined the Board to continue the work on the Hazardous Mitigation Plan.  The team reviewed the maps that were put together and the last meeting and made some adjustments.  They reviewed the emergency personnel data, hazardous locations, and flood details.  Mr. Davidian reported that he had contact Camp Glennbrook and they were receptive to having the camp listed as an emergency evacuation site.   The Team set up a meeting for Monday, June 14, 2004 at 7:00PM.  The team members left at 7:55pm.

8:15PM – MR. RINGLAND – Mr. Ringland came before the Board to discuss a road that has been put in at the end of Highland Avenue and is being used for removing logs from the property. Mr. Ringland reported that the land is being cleared very close to his boundary and he is concerned about erosion.   Mr. Ringland also had questions regarding the access road.  Mr. Robinson explained the process of building a road and how the road could be turned over to the town for maintenance.  The Board will look in to the logging operation.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $16,255.78.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request for a building permit located on Jaffrey Road between Porter Lane and Shaker Farm Road South.  After some discussion regarding the driveway permit the Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact the State DOT to verify that a permit has been issued prior to releasing this permit.

The Board reviewed a request from Ms. Shephard of Phillips Law Office, who is representing Mr. LaFluer, Mountain View Trailer Park.  Mr. Robinson moved to accept the amount of $3,336.22 to satisfy back taxes from Mr. LaFleur for the Dunn trailer and proceed with the deeding process.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  The Administrative Assistant will send a letter to Ms. Shepherd.

Chairman Northcott discussed his findings from town council regarding bridge construction on the rail tail.  

Chairman Northcott read a proclamation, which was received, from Charlie Cook of the American Legion Post #24.  The proclamation is in recognition of our World War II Veterans.  They will be hosting a celebration day on May 29th at the Marlborough Elementary to honor our World War II Veterans.  The proclamation was signed and will be returned.  Details of the celebration will be posted at the Post Office, Town Office, Library and the Town Website.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to recess the meeting until 3:30PM on Tuesday, May 11, 2004.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:25PM.
