MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

MAY 17, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectpersons Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:45PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder – Mr. Batchelder looked into a company to take the TVs and Computer Equipment.  Upon recommendation from Northeast Resource Recovery Agency he has decided not to go with them and will continue to look for a resource to recycle this equipment.  He has also requested that the Town hold a “Free White Goods Day” at the RTC.  The Board felt that this was an excellent idea.  Mr. Batchelder will proceed with the plans for this day.  He has requested that the day be on Saturday, July 31, 2004.  Posters will be designed and posted as well as notification through the website.

Chairman Northcott asked Mr. Batchelder about the implementation of the fine, which is noted in the RTC Ordinance, and the issuing of tickets for residents who use black bags instead of the mandatory clear bags.  This will also be posted and tickets will be made to issue to violators of this regulation.  

Mr. Batchelder left at 7:00pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Woodard – MCA & Garden Club – Mr. Woodard made a request on behalf of the MCA and Marlborough Garden Club to remove the juniper bushes on the banking near the stairs across from Route 124.  They have become much to large and no longer present a nice view.  The Board advised Mr. Woodard to have the bushes removed and that they trust the MCA & Garden Club to use their best judgment on what would look best in the area.  Mr. Woodard left at 7:05PM.

7:05PM – Mr. Jeff Porter, SWRPC – Brownfield Assessment Program – Mr. Porter explained the “Brownfield Assessment Program to the Board.  The purpose of this program is to inventory and assessment of the Region’s Non-Petroleum Brownfield sites.  He explained the procedure for filing a nomination of a property that the Town feels would meet the criteria for assessment, clean-up and get properties back on the tax list.  Mr. Robinson outlined the property that the Selectmen would like to propose for this project.  Mr. Porter indicated that this piece of property would be a showcase project.  The Selectmen will continue with the nomination process for this project.  Mr. Porter left at 7:25pm.

7:45PM – Mr. Heald – Mr. Heald had questions concerning the Goodine appeal.  He questioned as to when did Gates Road become open to thru traffic to Old Chesham Road.  Mr. Robinson explained that the road has always been open to thru traffic as the town maintains Gates Road.  The old Gates Road, which ran in front of the Gates House, has been closed to thru traffic and grassed in.  The sewer line currently runs through that piece of property.  Mr. Heald left at 8:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $7,106.90.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott brought the Board up-to-date on the abatement process.  Mr. Earls has the abatements and is doing field reviews.  He will bring back his recommendations to the Board later this week.

The Board reviewed several building permits.  

The Board reviewed several positions that will be opening on the Planning & Zoning Boards.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at: 8:28PM.
