Minutes of Public Hearing




May 19, 2003

Public Hearing was called to order at 7:15pm.  Present were Chairman Gina Paight, Selectmen John Northcott, Lawrence Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  Also present were Mr. & Mrs. Richard Hill,  Mr. Fred Torelli, Mr. Rufus Frost and Mr. Richard Butler.

The purpose of the public hearing was to discuss the request from Mr. Richard Hill, 424 Stone Pond Road, Marlborough (Map 6 Lot 17) for a Discretionary Preservation Easement per RSA 79-D:3.

Mr. Hill provided a handout to enhance on the application submitted.  Mr. Hill answered the questions regarding the age of the barn, the qualifications as an agriculture structure, does it provide scenic pleasures to Town’s people, and was the road it is on classified as a scenic road.

Mr. Hill reported that this barn is not registered on the National Register of Historic Places nor is it on the NH Register.  Mr. Butler indicated that there are significant steps involved in the process.

Mr. Robinson asked about the structural soundness of the barn.  Mr. Hill stated that the structure is in very good condition.  All the other items that need work are superficial fixes. 

Mr. Hill indicated that the use of the barn would not change.  It is currently being used for storage with a small woodworking shop on one end.  Mr. Northcott reminded Mr. Hill that the RSA states that the use of the structure cannot change.

Mr. Butler spoke on behalf of the Heritage Commission.  They are in complete support of this easement request.   Mr. Torelli asked the question of what the difference would be if the barn were destroyed and removed from the tax base versus the loss due to the abatement.  The Board did not have exact figures at this time.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the Discretionary Preservation Easement on the barn located at 424 Stone Pond Road.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board will determine the actual amount of the abatement at the regular meeting after further review.

Chairman Paight moved to adjourned the public hearing and Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Public Hearing adjourned at 7:38pm.
