MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 





May 19, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Present were Chairman Paight, John Northcott, Larry Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mr. Webster, RTC arrived at 6:30pm. Mr. Webster informed the Board that he has had to increase the price of large bags because our sources for obtaining these bags have increased their price.  The small bags will remain the same.  Mr. Northcott asked what Mr. Webster was considering for a price increase. The Board and Mr. Webster agreed on a price of $1.50/bundle.  Mr. Robinson moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to approve the increase.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Webster asked how the tutorial was coming for the new water meter reading system.  Mr. Northcott stated that we had received a list of 4 or 5 customer that would be changed for the training process and we will be installing those radios shortly.

Mr. Webster received a letter of thanks from the Stamp Collecting Club at the elementary school for helping them with the stamp collecting.  Mr. Webster left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM Mrs. Grace, Cemetery Trustee, - She had a complaint about the mowing of the Graniteville and Pinegrove Cemeteries.    Mrs. Grace reported that she had complaints that the spring clean up was not done for Mother’s Day.   Mr. Robinson state that the RFB stated that they had to have the spring clean up and first mowing completed by Memorial Day, so at this time the contractor is not in violation of the bid specifications.  The Board agreed that if the mowing was not completed by May 22, 2003 that the Administrative Assistant contacts Mr. Sundstrom.  Mrs. Grace left at 6:56pm.

6:55pm – Mr. Butler, Heritage Commission, - Mr. Butler ask the Board for assistance on distributing an informational mailing to the residents of the Town for the restoration of the Town Pound Project.  Mr. Butler indicated that this letter was originally going to be placed in the Marlborough Bulletin but with the delay in publication the Heritage Commission felt that they needed to bring awareness to the Town sooner for fund raising purposes.  Mr. Butler indicated that there would be a cost of about $175.00 to do a bulk mailing and to purchase supplies for this mailing.   Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to approve the expenditure.  

7:10pm – Citizen arrived.  He had a question on the use of the RTC for his commercial hauling business.  He stated that all of his clients were Marlborough residents.  Chairman Paight indicated that they were about to go into a public hearing and they would look into this and contact him.

Chairman Paight moved to recess the regular meeting at 7:15pm   Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Paight moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to reconvene the regular meeting at 7:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

Discussion was held regarding the replacement for the clerk’s position.  Mrs. Duffy has accepted a full-time position and will be leaving the position on May 30, 2003.  The Board wished her well.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to do a posting of the job opening at the Library, Town Hall and Post Office at this time.

The Selectmen received a request from the Town of Dublin for assistance with coverage at their RTC on June 28th from 2-5pm.  The Town of Dublin would absorb the cost of this service.  This possibility was discussed at a recent Regional Selectmen’s Meeting as an alternative situation to benefit both towns when our RTC staff needed time off.  This alternative would then keep the Towns in compliance with certified operators being on duty during open hours.  The Board agreed to this assistance and instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact Mr. Webster to make the necessary arrangements.

A citizen contacted the Selectmen’s office regarding getting a written confirmation of the use of the pavilion.  This citizen had contacted the Chairman of the Recreation Committee about reserving the pavilion but has been unable to obtain written confirmation.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to write a letter of confirmation and to also include a copy of the ordinance regarding alcohol and police coverage.

A citizen filed a complaint regarding a property located at l094 Jaffrey Road.  There are old radiators leaking anti-freeze within 100’ of their drinking water supply.  Mr. Robinson indicated that this was out of the Town’s jurisdiction and that she would have to file a complaint with DES.  Mr. Robinson asked the Administrative Assistant to contact the citizen with the necessary information for DES.  

Chairman Paight brought the Board up to date on the Gates Road washout problem.  Mr. Northcott, Mr. Patnode and Mrs. Paight went to the site.  Mr. Patnode suggested putting a crushed rock swale be put down.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the question of the commercial hauler being able to use the Town of Marlborough RTC and what type of charge would be made for this use.   The citizen assured the Board that his current clientele is all Marlborough residence.  The Board will look further into this and report back for the next meeting.

Mr. Robinson move and Mr. Northcott seconded to recess this meeting until Thursday, May 22, 2003 at 3:00PM.  Vote was unanimous.
