Minutes of Reconvened Meeting




May 22, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 3:45pm.  Present were Chairman Gina Paight, John Northcott, Lawrence Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:

3:45PM – Candidate for the “Office Assistant” position came in for an interview.  The candidate left at 4:15pm.

The Board reviewed another application that had been received and instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact this candidate.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott reported on the recommendation from the Town Attorney regarding the issue of selling of a piece of Town owned property.   This needs to go before a Town meeting to authorize the Board to sell such property unless that property was obtained by deeding then it may be sold at any time.

The Board reviewed the issue of allowing commercial hauling at the RTC.  There was a question at the previous meeting regarding “whose trash is it” once it is picked up and does the Town have an obligation to allow the use of the RTC for dumping?  Mr. Northcott asked the question of the Town attorney.  Attorney Mayer stated that once the hauler picks up the trash it becomes the property of the hauler.  The Administrative Assistant contacted the Keene Recycling Center to get some information on the amount that they charge per ton for small commercial haulers.  Keene currently charges .057/pound.  The Board also had concerns regarding the set-up of the Town’s RTC to measure and charge for such dumping.  The Board will continue to review this at its next meeting.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 5:15pm.
