MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

MAY 24, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectpersons Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:35PM – Mr. Linders, Mr. Richards, Mr. Miner – There was a question regarding the placement of sand on the town beach.  Mr. Linders explained that there is to be no sand replenishment of the beach without permits from DES and also this has been a problem in the past with silt washing in a “feeding” the pond creating more unwanted vegetation.  Seeing this sand has already been delivered, alternatives uses were looked at.   Mr. Linders explained that the process of establishing a drainage system and catch basin to help prevent the run-off was going to be taking place and that this sand could be used to help with the landscaping process.  Mr. Robinson suggested that the Conservation Commission begin to prepare cost for the 2005 budget for landscaping the beach to control run off.  Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Linders if a permit would be needed for the drainage and catch pool project.  Mr. Linders said no.  It was recommended that this project be passed on to the Conservation Commission.  Mr. Linders will follow-up with this process.  Mr. Linders left at 7:00PM. 

Mr. Richards asked about the poison ivy problem.  Chairman Northcott reported that because this is a public area a licensed company to perform the spraying.  Mrs. LaPlante provided to Recreation Committee with a list of the bidders for the lawn-mowing project that might be qualified to perform this task.  

Mr. Richards also asked about replacing the water fountain at Fitch Court.  Mr. Robinson suggested that he get in touch with Mr. Patnode and he may be able to assist with this project.   Mr. Richards and Mr. Miner left at 7:10PM.

7:10PM – Ms. Fisher – Ms. Fisher came before the Board to express her interest in a property which may be coming up for deeding soon.  She wanted to check with the Board on procedures that would take place should this property come up for deeding.  The Board explained the process to Ms. Fisher.  Ms. Fisher left at 7:30PM.

7:30PM – Mrs. Henry – Mrs. Henry arrived to discuss the change in her property assessment from the December, 2003 billing.   The Board explained how the view factor was adjusted concerning the “neighborhood” in which her property was located.  Mr. Robinson explained that the Town is obligated by law to make correction to a property card when this type of error is found.  Mrs. Henry was given an abatement form which she can file after she receives her 2nd issue tax bill in December.  Mrs. Henry left at 7:50PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $12,997.52.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the request for a building permit for the trailer park.  There are still some issues regarding the measurements of the lots.  Chairman Northcott and Mr. Robinson will visit the site later this week to confirm the measurements.  They asked the Administrative Assistant to set up an appointment with Mr. Houle, Park Manager.  

Mrs. LaPlante provided the current use survey for the Board’s review.  Everything looked fine and Mrs. LaPlante will proceed with the copies and mailings.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at: 8:50PM.
