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MINUTES OF PUBLIC HEARING






    
May 3, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, Gina Paight and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante, Chief Dodge.  Notice of this meeting was posted at three locations in Town and also published in the Keene Sentinel.

The purpose of this public hearing is to review the Marlborough, NH Code of Ordinance Traffic Ordinance.  Copies of the ordinance were available for viewing prior to this hearing at the Selectmen’s Office, Town Clerk’s Office and the Town website.

Mr. Robinson asked Chief Dodge if it is possible to place a disclaimer on Appendix B regarding the adding or deleting of stop signs.  Chief Dodge explained the liability involved if this were done.

Chief Dodge explained that the Town does not have jurisdiction over stops signs for town road coming onto state roads, ( i.e. Routes 101 and 124).   Chairman Northcott moved to amend Appendix B to show only streets that have signs or where signs are to be erected in the near future, which are listed as follows:  

Fitch Court onto Water Street
Forrest Drive onto Webb Depot Road

Frost Street onto School Street
Granite Street onto Water Street

Jewett Street onto Pleasant Street
McKinley Circle onto Laurel Street

Stone Pond Road onto Frost Hill Road

Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Northcott asked that the wording on Appendix E, “Teacher Parking Lot” be adjusted for clarification.  The ordinance currently reads “45 minutes prior to school opening and 45 minutes after school closing”.  The requested change was to be “45 minutes prior to daily school opening and 45 minutes after daily school closing”.  

Mrs. Paight requested a change in the signature line indicating that her middle initial be changed to “M”.

Having received no further input from the public, Mr. Robinson moved to adopt the “Marlborough, NH Code of Ordinance Traffic Ordinance as amended.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mrs. Paight moved to adjourn the public hearing, Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  The public hearing adjourned at 7:30PM.
