MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 





May 5, 2003

The Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Present were Chairman Paight,  John Northcott, Larry Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Chief Dodge arrived at 6:30pm.  The Board informed Chief Dodge of a deeding issue pending.  Chief Dodge reported that activity is steady and manageable.  The new hire process is almost complete and Chief Dodge hopes to have a new officer on Board around May 18, 2003.  Chief Dodge asked the Board for approval to apply for funds for ride patrols for DWI. The Board gave unanimous approval. 

Chief Dodge reported that Mr. Patnode had placed the signs up for the crosswalks and that they will be scheduling the painting of them shortly.  Chief Dodge suggested that a heavy-duty paint be used or possibly a type of tape that would have a longer life span.  He will look into this with Mr. Patnode.

6:45PM – Fire Chief John Manning and Health Officer Tina Torelli arrived at 6:45pm.  They were present because of a fire & safety issue of a resident living at the 

12 School Street Apartment that Chief Dodge had reported.  Mrs. Torelli and Mr. Manning met with the landlord on Friday, May 2, 2003 to view the apartment in questions.  Chief Manning was unable to obtain full access to the apartment because of the debris in the doorway and throughout the room.  There is also an insect infestation in the apartment.  Mr. Robinson stated that the Town would have to condemn the apartment and it would be the landlord’s responsibility for clean-up prior to renting out the apartment again.  Mrs. Torelli handed out a copy of the RSA 147:117Cleansing Premises; Penalty for the Board to review.  Mrs. Torelli will prepare a letter of notification to the tenant with a two-week stipulation of showing marked progress in clean-up.  This document will be served by the Town of Marlborough Police Department.  Mrs. Torelli, Mr. Manning and Chief Dodge left at 7:10pm.

7:10PM Citizen arrived to discuss the issue of their back taxes.  Citizen left at 7:20pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Patnode had sent the Board a notification from DES regarding some new water testing requirements.  The Board reviewed the documents and instructed the administrative assistant to contact Mr. Patnode and have him proceed with the necessary testing in order to keep the Town in compliance.

Mr. Gary Taylor, owner of property located at 15 Tarbox Court, Map 13 Lot 81, is interested in purchasing the Town owned property, Map 13 Lot 83, which abuts his property.  There was some discussion regarding the usefulness of the property for the Town.  Mr. Robinson indicated that it was not a piece of property that the Town could put to use due to the current zoning ordinances.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to offer the property to Mr. Taylor for the sum of $1000 plus all legal fees.  The vote was unanimous.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to send a letter to Mr. Taylor stating the Town’s offer.

Mr. Robinson suggested that as a summer project the Board should review the inventory of the land that the Town owns.

The Board reviewed the Discretionary Easement Application from Mr. Richard Hill, Map 6, Lot 17, located at 424 Stone Pond Road for the barn located on said property.  The Board will hold a public hearing on May 19, 2003 at 7:00pm in the Town Hall Conference Room to discuss this.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:55pm.
