MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 






June 16, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Present were Larry Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Webster arrived at 6:30pm.  Mr. Webster reported that they had problems with the gas tank in the truck and that has been repaired.  

Mr. Webster reported to the Selectmen that the RTC would be closed on Friday, July 4, 2003 in observance of Independence Day.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to post a notice on the website and it will also be included with the notice of closing for the other town offices.

Mr. Webster will be assisting in the operation of the Dublin Recycling on June 28th.  

Mr. Webster reminded the Board that the Monadnock Disposal contract is up this year.  The Board advised that we have already made contact to re-negotiate the contract.  The Administrative Assistant was directed to follow-up on the initial letter to Monadnock Disposal.

Mr. Webster left at 6:50pm.

Mr. Northcott arrived at 7:00pm

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved, Chairman Paight seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes as printed.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Hitchcock, Engineer, SVE, regarding the drainage problem on the Old Gates Road.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to forward a copy of the letter to the Marlborough Estates Condominium Association.

Mr. & Mrs. Lawrence arrived at 7:20pm.  They wanted to know if they could take one acre of property out of current use located on the east side of the Troy Road and place a mobile home on that piece.  Mr. Robinson explained that a mobile home is not permitted in that Zone.  He explained that they could place a modular home or a pre-fabricated home on that property.  They asked also if this home had to have a complete basement or could it be placed on a slab.  The Selectmen referred to the question to the building inspector.  Mr. & Mrs. Lawrence left at 7:35pm.  

The Board began reviewing the employee handbook.  They will continue the process at the next meeting.

Mr. John Bellette arrived at 8:20pm.  Mr. Bellette will be taking the position of Chairman of the Recreation Committee and was looking to the Board for direction and expectations.  The Board reviewed the various duties of the Chairman.  Mr. Bellette asked if he could make recommendations to the Board regarding appointment of other committee members.  Mr. Robinson told Mr. Bellette to bring a list of recommended committee members to the Board and then we would issue certificates of appointment.  

Mr. Bellette informed the Board that there had been some vandalism at the garage at the lower ball field near the batting cages.  He will be obtaining quotes for the repairs.

Chairman Paight asked Mr. Bellette about the rental of the pavilion.  Mr. Bellette indicated that he would like help with producing a registration form to have available for pick-up at the Town Hall.  The Administrative Assistant was asked to get together any of the policies and procedures for Mr. Bellette.    Mr. Bellette left at 9:05pm.

Mr. Northcott reported on the beginning of the Water Audit being conducted by Scott Clang.  There is a lot of work to be done.

Chairman Paight moved, Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:20pm.
