MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 





June 2, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Selectman Robinson.  Present were John Northcott, Larry Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM CHIEF DODGE: Chief Dodge updated the Board on the hiring process.  Everything is proceeding well and there could be a possible appointment to present to the Board at the June 9, 2003 meeting.  

Chief Dodge addressed a couple of citizen’s complaints with the Board.  Chief Dodge stated that it is necessary to park the cruisers in the general parking lot again due to the problem with the birds nesting in the trees over the police parking area.  The Board recommended that Chief Dodge look into purchasing a portable garage to be used during the summer months.  Chief Dodge will look into this.  Chief Dodge left at 6:55pm.

Chairman Paight arrived at 6:50pm.

Mr. Heyman arrived at 6:30pm.  Mr. Heyman presented the Board with a CD with the website on it to be placed in the permanent files.  He also gave the Board a brief update on the Broadband study.  Mr. Heyman left at 7:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meetings.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the Notice of Appeal Hearing for a previous employee.  The Board requested that the Administrative Assistant attended this hearing.  

The Board reviewed an issue regarding a building permit.  The Administrative Assistant was instructed to contact Jeff Earls, Town Assessor, regarding this issue.

Chairman Paight reported that she had met with Mr. Hitchcock regarding the drainage issue on Gates Road.  They viewed the problem and Mr. Hitchcock reported that there are several ways to correct this problem all of which are costly.  Chairman Paight will contact Mr. Hitchcock to obtain a written report for further action.

The Board reviewed the CIP listing which will be presented at the Planning Board meeting on June 10th. 

Mr. Robinson will up-date the listing and report to the Board at the next meeting.

Mr. Northcott reported to the Board on the Regional Selectmen’s Meeting that was held in Westmoreland on Saturday, May 31st.  The topic of discussion was benefits.

The Board reviewed the May End-of-Month Expenditure report.  The Administrative Assistant answered questions regarding a couple of expenditure and the necessary adjustments required.  At this time the budget is in good shape.

The Board discussed the request from a citizen regarding using the RTC for commercial hauling.  Mr. Robinson moved that we deny the Commercial Hauler request at this time due to the limitations of the current facility.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  The Administrative Assistant will write a letter to the citizen.

Mr. Robinson moved that the Board abate 35% of the assessment for the Barn Preservation Easement for Barn located on Map #6 Lot #17, owned by Mr. Richard Hill.  (The Board heard Mr. Hill’s request at a public hearing on May 19, 2003 and voted to accept this easement.)  Mr. Northcott seconded the motion.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson amended his motion to read as follows:  The Board abate 50% of the assessment for the Barn Preservation Easement for Barn Located on Map #6 Lot #17, owned by Mr. Richard Hill.  The amendment was seconded by Mr. Northcott.  Vote was in the affirmative, 2 yes and 1 no.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
