MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 






June 23, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Present were Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mr. Davidian arrived.  Mr. Davidian has accepted the position of Emergency Management Director effective 6/23/2003.  Mr. Davidian is replacing Mr. Wilson who retired in January of 2003.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to send out notification to the State of New Hampshire Emergency Management Office and Southwest Regional Planning Commission informing them of this appointment.  

Mr. Davidian reviewed the program and also what he will be doing in the future with the upgrading of the Town’s Master Plan.  Mr. Davidian left at 6:45pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Miller arrived to discuss the possibility of making a current workshop on his property located at 36 Jaffrey Road into an in-law apartment.  There was much discussion regarding the interpretation of the ordinance.  Mr. Heald was available for assistance.   Mr. Northcott was instructed to contact the town attorney for clarification of the ordinance and will then report back to Mr. Miller on the findings.  Mr. Miller and Mr. Heald left at 7:25pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to approve the signed manifest and the minutes of previous meeting as printed.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the list of Civil Forfeitures for Unlicensed Dogs provided by the Town Clerk.   Mr. Robinson moved that the Board accept the list and provide Chief Dodge with the Civil Forfeitures for serving.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed an elderly exemption tax bill.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to write a letter to the Tax Collector authorizing adjustment.

One of the computer monitors in the town clerk’s office is no longer functioning.  The Town Clerk asked the Board if they want to repair this monitor or dispose of it seeing as the Town is in the process of up-grading its computers.  The Board instructed the Town Clerk to dispose of the monitor at this time, as we will have spare monitors for back up when the new systems arrive.

The Administrative Assistant has spoken with the representative from Monadnock Disposal regarding the Hauling Contract, which will expire in December 2003.  They will be meeting with the Board on June 30, 2003 to discuss future plans.  At this time Monadnock Disposal has no plans to change the contents of the existing contract.   The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to check with other Towns in the area to see what they are currently paying for hauling contracts.

Mr. Robinson received a request from Mr. Philip Clark to utilize the wood from the tree, which PSNH cut down on Pleasant Street near the church.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to allow Mr. Clark to remove the wood for his own personal use.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
