MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 






June 9, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Selectman Robinson.  Present were John Northcott, Larry Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MHD, Mr. Patnode arrived at 6:30pm.  He stated that the highway crew has been working on the dirt road. They did have a minor breakdown of equipment but that has been repaired.  He indicated that the crosswalks are scheduled to be painted.  

Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Patnode about a  small wall on Bixby Street which is leaning into the road and is ready to fall.  After some discussion the Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to write a letter to the current land owner regarding this potential hazard.  

Chairman Paight updated Mr. Patnode on the discussion that she had with Mr. Hitchcock regarding the Old Gates Road water run off problem.  Mr. Hitchcock will provide the Board with a written recommendation.  

Mr. Patnode stated that the new dump truck is in Concord waiting for the dump body and other equipment to be installed.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm.

6:45PM – Chief Dodge arrived at 6:45pm.  Chief Dodge presented the Board with an appointment for Steve LaMears, effective June 23, 2003.   Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the appointment.  Vote was unanimous.

Chief Dodge informed the Board that effective June 15th at midnight that police dispatching of 911 calls will be handled by the Cheshire County Sheriff Dispatch Center.  Mr. Robinson asked how this was going to happen, as they were short staffed still.  Chief Dodge reported that the two open positions are now filled.

Chief Dodge also asked the Board to consider the ordinances regarding certain types of businesses in the Town.  Regulations can be made but we can’t outlaw certain business all together.  Mr. Robinson suggested that the chief write a letter to the Planning Board expressing his concerns, as they are the governing body for ordinance changes.

7:00PM – Mr. Steve Pisspanen, Keene Auto Body arrived.  Mr. Piispanen asked the Board of Selectmen what his company must do to be placed on a towing rotation with the Town.  Mr. Robinson explained that the Town does not use a rotation schedule for towing.  The Marlborough Police Officers use whatever towing service the victim wishes.   Chief Dodge explained that this policy has not changed in the last five years.  Chief Dodge explained extensively the procedure used by the Marlborough Police Department for selecting a towing service.

Mr. Piispanen stated that there have been occasions where his drivers have been told that they were not welcomed at an accident scene and were asked to leave by a police officer.  Chief Dodge stated that this was the first that he had heard of any problems like this.  Mr. Northcott instructed Mr. Piispanen to come immediately to the Board of Selectmen or Chief Dodge should he have any future problems with an officer and not wait for an extended period of time to complain.

Mr. Piispanen left at 7:30pm.

7:30PM – Tina Torelli, Health Officer arrived.  Mrs. Torelli reported on the status with the issue at 10 School Street.  She reported that an extension was given on June 6, 2003 for the situation to be rectified.  Mrs. Torelli reported that there has been very little progress made in clearing up the problem.  Mr. Northcott asked if it is possible to issue an order to the landlord to clean up the apartment is question.  Mrs. Torelli stated that she had already communicated with the landlord and he has made attempts to offer assistance.  Mrs. Torelli state that she had been in contact with State of New Hampshire Department of Health liaison and they recommend that she give the tenant 14 days to complete clean-up and to send a certified letter to the landlord as well.

Mr. Northcott suggested that Mrs. Torelli issue an order to both the landlord and the tenant giving them 10 days to complete the clean up.  It was also suggested that Mrs. Torelli contact Mr. Manning, Fire Chief regarding any possible fire code issues.  Mrs. Torelli left at 8:06pm.

8:00PM – Mr. Heyman arrived to discuss the status of Broadband and Cable issues.  He finds it necessary to turn over the Cable issue to the Selectmen or their designee, as now it is moving into the monitoring stages and also the establishment of the public broadcast area.

Mr. Heyman indicated that Broadband is now at the stage where it needs a governing body/policy establishing body present at its meetings.  Mr. Heyman left at 8:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the signed manifest and minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to table the discussion of the Employee Handbook until the next meeting.  The Administrative Assistant will provide a copy of the handbook with suggested changes prior to the meeting for the Boards review.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
