        MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 







July 28, 2003


The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Present were Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:


6:45PM -  Mrs. Rogers – Mrs. Rogers and her daughter, Mrs. Priest, arrived at 6:45 pm.  Mrs. Rogers asked the Board about the regulations for putting in a mobile home on her property in place of the existing apartment.  Mr. Robinson explained that a mobile home is only allowed in a manufactured home park.  Mrs. Rogers also asked about renovation or demolition of the existing apartment.  Mr. Robinson explained that if they demolish the existing building and rebuild to same foot is allowed if rebuilt within 2 years.  Mrs. Rogers thanked the Board for providing this information.  They left at 6:55pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the 7/14 and 7/21 meeting.  Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the status of the issue at 4 McKinley Circle.  The Board instructed the administrative assistant to write to the abutters requesting permission to access their property for the purpose of further investigation on the property.  When permission has been obtained we will contact the police department for assistance.

The Board reviewed two building permits that needed to have some special notations made as part of the issuance of the permit.  

The Board reviewed the question regarding the establishment of the Mountain View Trailer Park.  The current owners wish to make some lot size changes.  Mr. Robinson contacted some past board members to information regarding the establishment of the park.  The investigation is still in process.

Mr. Robinson moved to authorize a withdrawal from the Hemenway fund for assistance for a needy citizen in the Town of Marlborough.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed Attorney Meyer’s recommendations on the Discretionary Easement for the Barn Preservation.  After some discussion the changes were made and accepted.  The Administrative Assistant will prepare the revised document for signatures.

The Board continued its review of the employee handbook.  

Mr. Robinson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
