        MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 







July 7, 2003


The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Present were Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00pm - Heritage Commission- Mr. Butler and Mr. Torelli arrived.  They updated the Board on the status of the Town Pound Restoration Project.  Mr. Butler indicated that fund raising has very successful.  Mr. Butler stated that local contractors and property owners have donated an estimated $7000 worth of work.  There have been two groups who have searched for artifacts.  The groups are the Yankee Treasure Hunters Group and the Professional Treasure Hunters Group.  Both groups have provided the Heritage Commission with display boxes of items that were found along with identifying information.  These will be placed on display.  Mr. Butler presented the Board with a sketch of the work done this far (copy attached).  Mr. Butler said that they will be continuing to do fund raising as they will about $3500 to $4000 more to complete Phase I of the project.   Mr. Butler and Mr. Torelli urged everyone to take a ride up to the site.  They left at 7:15pm.

7:30pm – John Peard, Monadnock Disposal Services arrived.  Mr. Peard explained a little bit about the growth of his company.  He offered a proposal to continue the hauling contract for another 4 years at the same rates as the current contract.  Mr. Peard indicated that he could offer this contract to the Town of Marlborough because we do not require new equipment or any other changes at the RTC.  Mr. Peard also invited to the Board to visit the transfer station in Jaffrey.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the Monadnock Disposal proposal for another four-year term.  Vote was unanimous.  Mr. Peard will prepare the contract and then forward it to the Board for signing.  Mr. Peard left at 8:10pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Northcott reported on his presentation to Granny D on July 4, 2003.  

The leasing contract for the new one-ton dump truck has been received from the Ford Motor Credit Corp.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to authorize the Administrative Assistant to act as the agent in signing the lease documents.  The truck is scheduled for delivery at the end of this week.

Mrs. Paight asked about the status of the water audit.  Mr. Northcott reported that we are working on finding the isolated problems and documenting those problems.  Mr. Patnode has been finding several water main breaks lately, which could also be part of our isolated problems.
