        MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 







August 25, 2003


The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight. Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Fire Chief Manning arrived.  Chief Manning wanted to advise the Board on the condition of the Ferris property located on Route 12.  Chief Manning and Lt. LaPlante inspected the building on 8/24/2003.  They found the building to have some areas which have collapsed and become a hazard.  There is also the issue of the open garage at the back of the property which is full of tires.  With the rash of suspected fires in the area and also the possibility of homeless people entering the building, this building has the potential to be a real hazard to the Town.

Mr. Northcott and Mr. Robinson suggested that we contact the attorney who is handling the estate informing them of the conditions of the building.  The Town will also inform the attorney that it is our recommendation to secure the building to avoid further hazard situations. 

Chief Manning did inform the Board that should there be a fire at this location it would be handled as a “surround and drown” and that no fire personnel will be allowed inside the structure as it is unsafe.  Police Chief Dodge was also made aware of the situation as well.

Chief Manning left at 6:40PM.

6:40PM – Police Chief Dodge arrived.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non-public session to discuss personnel issues.  Vote was unanimous.  The Board went into non-public session at 6:45PM.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous.  The Board returned to public session at 7:00PM

Chief Dodge reported that the police and highway department radio repeater on Laurel Street is out.  He has contacted radio repair and U.S. Cellular and the repairs will be made this week.

Chief Dodge reported that Officer LaMears has left for the Police Academy this morning.

7:20PM – Mr. Heyman arrived to discuss a few issues with the Board.  Mr. Heyman reviewed the status of the website.  Things are going well with this.  The Library is using the website on a regular basis to keep the Town up to date on what is happening.

Mr. Heyman reported that he will attend the Cable Commission meeting on Tuesday, September 9th but this must be he last meeting.  He will meet with his successor and pass on to that person all of the files and bring them up to speed on what has been happening.

7:30PM – Citizens arrived to discuss a building permit for property located at 279 Main Street, which was denied. They asked the Board what their options might be.  Mr. Robinson explained the zoning regulations governing that particular piece of property.  They left at 7:45pm.

7:45PM – The Board held a conference call with Jeff Earls of Earls, Neider & Perkins regarding the status of the statistical analysis.  Mr. Earls has requested an extension of 2 weeks due to complications, which his firm has run into with data entry.  The Board agreed to the extension and has instructed the Administrative Assistant to write a letter addressing the waiver of the initial contract date.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to approve the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting as printed.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:50pm
