MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

8/5/2002

Call to Order 6:30 PM
Present:  Chairman Lawrence Robinson,  John Northcott, Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.

DEPARTMENT HEADS – MPD

Chief Dodge is away on vacation and Sgt. Chamberlain had nothing to report at this time.

APPOINTMENTS

6:30 PM: Rob Hitchcock, SVE, gave an update on the Sawyer Lane Bridge Project.  Everything now appears to be back on schedule.  There has been a change of suppliers by Renaud Bros. And things are now moving on scheduled.  The target date for the delivery of the box culvert is around the week of 8/19/2002.  Mr. Hitchcock would like to arrange a meeting with the abutters again before that date.  The Administrative Assistant was instructed to review list with Mr. Hitchcock and make necessary arrangements.  Mr. Hitchcock left at 6:40pm.

7:00 PM:  Laura Thibodeau, CNHA, City Assessor for Keene.  Chairman Robinson welcomed Laura to the meeting.  The Board was looking for assistance on how we should proceed with the assessing needs of the town in order to be ready for certification in 2006.   Laura reviewed several different options with the Board and also the PROVAL assessment program was looked at by the Selectmen and Administrative Assistant to see what options were available there.  

The Selectmen will continue to work on a long-range plan to help bring the Town assessments into equalization range for the upcoming recertification process in 2006.

Chairman Robinson thanked Laura for her assistance and for taking time from her busy schedule to meet with us.  Mrs. Thibodeau left at 8:00pm.

At 7:30 pm a citizen arrived with a complaint about how his water meter would have to be replaced.  Citizen did not want the person that the town has to do meter work in his home.  Chairman Robinson indicated that we could make other arrangements.  Citizen left at 7:40pm

At 8:20 pm Mr. Crowell arrived.  Mr. Crowell was wondering about the status of the 911 road name changes that were discussed at an earlier meeting.  Mr. Crowell left at 8:50 pm.

At 8:50pm the Board voted to go into Executive Session. Board returned to executive session at 9:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to approve the minutes of the previous Board meeting, the Public Hearing and the signed Manifest.  Vote was unanimous.

Certificates of Appointments were discussed for the Town Plumbing Inspector and the ADA Compliance Coordinator.  The Board agreed to issue those certificates to Peter Henry as Plumbing Inspector and the Administrative Assistant as the ADA Compliance Coordinator.

Status of a citizen’s request for an abatement was reviewed.

The Board reviewed the month-end Budget that was presented by the Administrative Assistant.  It was decided to further discuss at the next meeting after the Board had had a chance to review it.

The Administrative Assistant was instructed to write a letter to a residence at McKinley Circle regarding the safety hazards in their yard.

Mr. Biron had called regarding the cleaning of the Stone Beach area.  Clearing of brush and leaves has been done but they have been disposed of over the stonewall on the east side of the beach onto property which Mr. Biron is caretaker for.  He has asked the Board to take care of this issue.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact the Recreation Department.

Mr. Northcott moved, Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote Unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05pm.
