        MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 







September 8, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight. Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM –  MHD – Mr. Patnode arrived.  Mr. Patnode up-dated the Board on the McKinley Circle/Laurel Street water line repairs.  The lines were sanitized on Monday, 9/8 and as soon as the test results are returned they will begin hooking up the services.  

Mr. Robinson asked about the hole in the sidewalk in front of the library.  The construction company that is doing the work on the Library sidewalk fell through the granite covering of Library Brook.  Mr. Patnode’s crew will be repairing the cover.

6:40PM – Citizens arrived to discuss the issue of a building permit being denied.  Mr. Robinson explained that the reason for denial was the permit did not meet the Zoning Ordinances.  Mr. Northcott advised them to get an application for variance from the ZBA.  Mr. Robinson also explained the meaning of the lot being a “non-conforming” lot.  Citizens left at 6:55pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Davidian, Emergency Management Director arrived.  Mr. Davidian discussed a grant for a generator that has become available through Homeland Security.  This grant is a 75%-25% grant.  Time frame for submission of the grant is coming up extremely quickly. Submission deadline is September 19th.  Mr. Davidian has made several inquiries regarding the size needed, where to house the generator and also the cost.  Mr. Northcott explained that the Town can only expend monies appropriated at Town Meeting and.  The Board suggested that Mr. Davidian check with to see if this money can be taken in 2004 and we can them appropriate the proper matching funds in the 2004 budget.  Mr. Davidian will look into this further and report back to the Board at the September 15th meeting.  Mr. Davidian left at 7:10pm.

7:10PM – Citizen arrived to discuss the Town policy on maintaining a town road.  She owns property located on Underwood Road, which is not maintained in the winter by the Town Highway Department.  Mr. Robinson explained the Town Policy #15.  It was decided that the landowner would maintain access to the property from the Frost Hill Road side of the property and the Town would issue a new street number for 911 purposes and property tax location.  Citizen was agreeable with this arrangement.  The Administrative Assistant was instructed to contact the Street Sequencing Coordinator for this change and also notify the proper agencies for 911.  Citizen left at 7:25pm.

7:25PM – Chief Dodge arrived.  He spoke with the Board regarding the possibility of a split position with the Town of Dublin for a third officer or an investigator.  The Chief of Police for Dublin has also taken this idea to the Selectmen in Dublin.  There was discussion of possibly forming a committee to weigh the pros and cons of this possibility.  The Board has asked Chief Dodge to look into the RSA’s regarding police jurisdiction and shared services.  The Dublin Selectmen was meeting this evening and was discussing the same thing.  The Marlborough Board of Selectmen was receptive to the idea, but a lot of groundwork still needs to be done.  Both Towns will be visiting this possibility in the future.  Chief Dodge left at 7:55pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the August Month-end Budget.  Everything is looking well at this time.

The Board reviewed the time-line for the 2004 Budget.  The first call for 2004 Budget request will be going out to all department heads later this week.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to appoint Justine Torelli as Health Officer for the Town of Marlborough.  Vote was unanimous.  The Administrative Assistant will submit the documentation to the State Office.

The Board reviewed a letter received from a citizen regarding the numbering and naming of Shaker Farm Road South and Shaker Road (Jaffrey end).  The Administrative Assistant will contact the Jaffrey Selectmen by letter to have change the name to Shaker Farm Road South on the Jaffrey end and continue with the numbering as it is currently set for Marlborough.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35pm.
