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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

May 30, 2017
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Chairman Harris.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Ms. Pitt.  Also present were Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant and Mr. Bob Hayden with Standard power.

The Selectmen discussed with Mr. Hayden the possibility of the Town of Marlborough joining Standard Power Net Metering Group for better electrical rates.  Mr. Hayden had met with the Selectmen previously.  Mr. Ira Gavrin joined the meeting at 6:15 P.M.  The Selectmen decided to join Standard Power to assume lower rates for electrical usuage the Town incurs.  

The Board ratifies the Town’s participation in and votes to continue net metering arrangements through joining Standard Power as of 1/1/2017.  Vote to approve was unanimous.
Mr. Gavrin and Mr. Hayden left at 6:45 P.M.

Ms. Skantz and Dr. Jay Edison joined the meeting at 6:45 P.M. Ms. Skantz discussed with the Selectmen a program being offered to Towns for signage and policy writing for Tobacco Free at recreational areas.  Ms. Skantz showed the Selectmen signs the Town could request at no charge to the Town.  She also supplied the Selectmen with a template for a policy for the Town.  The Selectmen agreed the policy and the signs were a good idea. The Selectmen read a letter of support from a resident for Tobacco Free areas within the Town.  Ms. Skantz and Dr. Edison left at 7:15 P.M.
Mrs. Pitt moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to adopt a Tobacco Free policy on all Town properties.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence from a property owner requesting to grade part of Hunt Rd.  Ms. Booth will make Mr. Tarr aware of the request when he comes back from vacation next week.  
The Selectmen reviewed and signed the General Journal Postings.
Mrs. Harris moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Register in the amount of $7,982.20. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register  in the amount of $7,676.88; the Payroll Check Registers in the amount of $1,326.34, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $3,081.88. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 8:45 P.M.
