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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

August 7, 2017
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Chairman Harris.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Ms. Pitt.  Also present was Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant.
Mr. Dick Butler and Mr. Ted Mead, both with the Heritage Commission, joined the meeting at 6:00 P.M.

Mr. Butler and Mr. Mead discussed with the Selectmen the future of the Gates House  and where it may or may not have a place in the Town budget.  Mr. Butler provided the Selectmen with the report of the Gates House Committee from 2010.  The Committee explored many options for the property at that time.  The Selectmen will review the possible need for re-addressing a study committee for the Gates House. Mr. Anthony Cavaliere joined the meeting at 6:30 P.M. for an interview with the Selectmen for the Water/Sewer System Operator position.  The Selectmen interviewed Mr. Cavaliere.  Mr. Cavaliere left at 7:45 P.M.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 7/24/2017 Selectmen’s meeting as amended.  Vote to approve was unanimous.  

Mrs. Harris moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Register in the amount of $227,416.15. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register  in the amount of $7,478.27; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $912.17, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,816.25. Vote to approve was unanimous.
