Mrs. Grace relayed to the Selectmen requirements for mowing of the Town Cemeteries.  She stated the Pine Grove, Graniteville, and Meeting House cemeteries all needed to be mowed and cleaned up for the Memorial Day and Mother’s Day holidays. Ms. Booth mentioned that a couple of people had slipped on the incline entryway to the Selectmen’s office.  The Selectmen agreed carpet runners should be purchased for the incline and for in front of the Clerk/Tax office windows.  Ms. Booth will get the carpets ordered.  

The Selectmen discussed proposed Town Zoning amendments concerning ADU (Accessory Dwelling Units) and the date of the Public Hearing for these amendments.  

The Selectmen discussed the security system at the Town Offices.
