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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

February 16, 2017
The meeting was called to order at 9:35 A.M. by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Harris and Mr. Dick Emberley.  Also present was Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant.
Appointments:
9:30 A.M. - Dick Emberley, Water/Sewer Department
The Selectmen welcomed Mr. Emberley to his first week as the Marlborough Water Works full-time operator.  Mr. Emberley discussed with the Selectmen a tour he’d taken of The Mountain Corporation commercial business in town along with Mr. Clang and Mr. Grosner.  The future needs of the Mountain Corporation and well usage were discussed during this meeting.  

Mr. Emberley also gave the Selectmen a review of his meeting with the Town of Wilton Water/Sewer Operator, Mike Bergeron.  They discussed Mr. Bergeron’s implementation of the Asset Management Grant the Town of Wilton received a couple of years ago.  Mr. Bergeron showed Mr. Emberley his use of the Waterpoint Network program for mapping the town’s water/sewer assets.  Mr. Emberley relayed to the Selectmen the cost of a 1, 3, and 5 year contract for the Waterpoint Network System and the price of the tools needed to use the program.  
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to enter into a grant agreement with the NH Department Environmental Services to fund asset management and financial planning initiatives through a matching program.  Mr. Emberley is also authorized through this motion to execute any documents which may be necessary to effectuate this grant agreement.  Vote was unanimous.
Mr. Emberley left at 11:50 A.M.

The Selectmen discussed employment positions at the Frost Free Library.

The Selectmen discussed the possible need for an outside vendor to conduct shredding documents for Town departments.  This shredding would be done according to RSA 33-A:3 which states the length of time municipal records must be retained.  An inquiry to the amount each department has the need for, along with a price quote for a local vendor will be obtained by Ms. Booth.    

A meeting will be scheduled with Scott Clang with Granite State Water for February 22nd to discuss and determine rates for water and sewer users. Mr. Clang has supplied the Selectmen with a spreadsheet that accounts for “billable flow” in reference to average customer usage and fixed cost share.  
The Selectmen reviewed some pages of the 2016 Annual Report and made corrections and adjustments.  

The Selectmen reviewed and signed the January Water/Sewer report.

The Selectmen reviewed the Mutual Aid Alarm List

The Selectmen reviewed and signed building permits for 11 Cottage Street and 283 Main Street.

The Selectmen reviewed a sign permit for 17 Main Street.  The owner will be advised to go before the Planning and Zoning Boards.  
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 12:01 P.M.
