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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

January 3, 2017
The meeting was called to order at 6:32 P.M. by Chairman Pitt.  Present was Selectman Mrs. Harris.  Also present were Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant and Budget Advisory Committee members: Dick Hill, Jeff Miller, and Dan Belluscio.
The Selectmen and the Budget Advisory Committee members reviewed letters drafted by Jeff Miller to requested recipients of donations from the Town of Marlborough.  These included letters to Southwestern Community Services, Monadnock Family Service, The Community Kitchen, Community Volunteer Transportation Company, and Home Healthcare Hospice & Community Services.  These letters were approved and will be mailed by Ms. Booth.  

The Selectmen and the Budget Advisory Committee members reviewed the proposed 2017 budget.  Discussions on the following took place:  Police Department’s employee payroll and discussion of the needs of the Police Department in reference to daily coverage.   The contract price for website maintenance, charitable donations, and comparisons to the actual 2016 expenses were discussed..  

The Budget Advisory Committee members left at 8:15 P.M.

The Selectmen signed a Memorandum of Agreement for Police Services from the State Police for services while Officer Byam is out on Family leave.  

The Selectmen reviewed an email from Keene Public Works Department concerning future expected costs of sewer treatment and Marlborough’s expected percentage of those costs.  The Board also discussed payment options for a bill recently received from Keene Public Works in the amount of $617,459.13 for upgrades already made in the sewer treatment plant.
The Selectmen discussed a recent interview for a new Water/Sewer Operator.  Ms. Booth will set up a time with that applicant to meet with Mr. Tarr, Highway Department and Mr. Goodell, Water/Sewer Department.  

Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 12/20/2016, 12/21/2016, and 12/28/2016 Selectmen’s meetings as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.
