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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

March 11, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 2:00PM by Chairman Harris.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Ms. Pitt, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.   Also present was Road Agent, Brian Tarr.
APPOINTMENT: 
2:00PM,  Luis Adorno – NH Dept. of Environmental Services (DES)
Mr. Adorno, Environmental Program Manager with DES discussed in depth Asset Management of the Town’s drinking water, wastewater, and storm water.  Much of the discusssion was in reference to available grants.  Drinking water has available grants up to $15,000 with 50% match.  It is a very competitive process and success is dependant on many factors.  Storm and wastewater support is available with  loans up to $30,000.  Mr. Ardono suggested the Town submit a pre-loan application. This does not commit the Town to a loan, but will give the Town a better feel for possible grant money and interest rates on State Revolving Fund Loans.  This application would be due in June.  Infrasturcture Inventory will need to be done with a condition assessment for such loans.  Mr. Adorno talked about programs available for mapping of the water/sewer system.  He suggested at this time the Town should consider an application for a state funded leak detection program. Mr. Adorno left at 3:15PM.  
Discusssion between the Selectmen and Mr. Tarr regarding water usage and water leaks.  Mr. Tarr left at 3:45PM.
