SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

March 14, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:55PM by Chairman Harris.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.   Also present was Road Agent- Brian Tarr, Water/Sewer Director- Neil Goodell, and Bob Trudelle with the Fire Rescue Squad.  
APPOINTMENT: 
6:45PM:  Brian Tarr, Neil Goodell – Highway and Water/Sewer Department Updates
Discussion concerning the Water Department in reference to mapping the Town of Marlborough took place.  Grants and available money were discussed.  The Leak Detection Program/Grant was also discussed.  The Town will apply for this grant.  Mr. Goodell will talk to the Town of Wilton concerning how they completed their town mapping.  They recently used a mapping software for their water department that the Town of Marlborough is interested in using.  Discussion of a new water meter for The Mountain will be investigated for price and volume of water used.  Both Mr. Tarr and Mr. Goodell left at 7:30PM
7:00PM: Bob Trudelle – Marlborough Fire Rescue Squad
Mr. Trudelle is responsible for maintenance on all rescue vehicles.  He and other members of the Fire Rescue Squad do as much maintenance themselves as possible.  Mr. Trudelle told the Selectboard of the maintenance and repairs done to the retired police vehicle the Fire Rescue purchased from the Town of Marlborough and donated to the Fire Department.  Mr. Trudelle discussed with the Selectmen what the 2016 budget covers in reference to this vehicle and what it does not cover.  The Town agreed in a Selectmen’s meeting dated August 7, 2015 to pay for registration and insurance costs for this vehicle.  Mr. Trudelle ask if the Town will pay for gas and normal maintanence for this vehicle.  The Board of Selectmen will discuss this and let Mr. Trudelle know of their decision.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
The Board of Selectmen reviewed and signed building permits for Map 5 Lot 153 and Map 11 Lot 010.  These permits were approved with condition of meeting current setback requirements according to Town of Marlborough zoning ordinances.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Harris  seconded to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous.
