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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

March 21, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Harris.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Ms. Pitt, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.   Also present was Joanne Tramontozzi with the Department of Revenue Administration (DRA) and John Hatfield with Commerford Nieder Perkins, LLC (CNP).  
APPOINTMENT: 
6:30PM: Joanne Tramontozzi with the Department of Revenue Administration and John Hatfield with Commerford Nieder Perkins, LLC.  
Discussion concerning the Town of Marlborough’s assessment update and assessment review took place.  Ms. Tramontozzi asked if all property values, including residential, commercial, utility poles, conduits, etc. are being reviewed.  Mr. Hatfield confirmed they are.  Ms. Tramontozzi confirmed the scheduled provided by CNP with Mr. Hatfield.  The process will start in August and a hearing will be in October. Ms. Tramontozzi asked for a list of CNP personnel from Mr. Hatfield.  Ms. Tramontozzi discussed the updated contract between CNP and Marlborough.   Ms. Tramontozzi also discussed the sales and cyclical work to be requested of CNP by DRA.  DRA will visit a total of 12 properties for monitoring as examples.  Assessment review  will include any discounts and verification of those discounts for property owners.  Current use  information and stewardships will be reviewed to make sure they are still active.  Religious/Charitable exemptions are due by April 15th  and Ms. Tramontozzi will send forms out along with reminders to Ms. Booth.  Ms. Tramontozzi will return on March 29th to review with Ms. Booth what is required of the Town.  Ms. Tramontozzi and Mr. Hatfield  left at 7:00PM.
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

The Board of Selectmen discussed an email from Chief Lyons concerning trash at the Meeting House Pond.  The email will be forwarded to the Conservation Committee in reference to finding out who is responsible for clean-up of the property.
A building permit was submitted for Map 02, Lots 29 & 60.  It was determined this land will need a lot merger before a building permit can be approved.  Ms. Booth will contact the owner of properties and let the owner know they will need to submit a lot merger application to the Planning Board.
The Board of Selectmen voted on items to be paid for the Fire Department  rescue vehicle.   Ms. Pitt moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to include gas and normal maintainence items in the Fire Department budget on this vehicle.   Vote to approve was unanimous. 
The deed process for past due taxes on Marlborough properties was discussed.
Ms. Pitt moved and Chairman Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 3/14/2016 meeting as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.
Ms. Pitt moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 3/18/2016 meeting as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifest in the amount of $6,816.86. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amountof $7,026.30; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $924.38, the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,281.08. Vote to approve was unanimous.
Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous.
