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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

April 5, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 3:00PM by Chairman Harris.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Pitt, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was Chief Lyons. 
APPOINTMENT:

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
The Board of Selectmen discussed a letter from Mr. Wixon concerning a building permit that was submitted for Map 02, Lots 29 & 60.  It had already been determined this land will need a lot merger before a building permit can be approved.  He has asked for the opportunity to start building on these properties before the voluntary lot merger is accepted by the Planning Board.  This is not acceptable to the Board of Selectmen.  In reference to the lot merger, research was done and found that RSA 674:39-a states “all such requests shall be approved, and no public hearing or notice shall be required”.  A Voluntary Lot Merger form will be signed by Mr. Wixon and Craig Livingston, Planning Board Chairman.  Mr. Wixon’s Building Permit request will then go before the Board of Selectmen at their next meeting.  
The Board of Selectmen signed a new RTC Policy concerning use of the RTC by Marlborough and Roxbury residents.  This Policy will be distributed to all Policy Manual holders and posted at the RTC.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 3/28/2016, 3/29/2016, and 3/30/2016 meetings as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.
Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifests in the amount of $15,433.98 and $22,472.02. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amountof $7,820.60; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,081.06, the FICA General Ledger in the amount of  $2,430.29. Vote to approve was unanimous.

 The Board of Selectmen discussed the Appeal of PSNH, Docket No. 2015-0626. The Selectmen voted to retain Donahue, Tucker, & Ciandella, PLLC (DTC) for the appeal.  Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to approve engagement with DTC in the above referenced case.
Vote was unanimous.
The Board of Selectmen discussed the Town of Marlborough v.William and Martha Gregory Docket No. 213-2004-EQ-00054. Attorney Matthew Serge has filed Notice of Withdrawl and Attorney Michael Courtney will now represent the Town of Marlborough.  The court has scheduled a hearing on May 2, 2016.
Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous.
