SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

April 11, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:00PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was Brian Tarr. 
APPOINTMENT: 
6:00PM – Brian Tarr; Department of Public Works
Mr. Tarr told the Select Board that the new truck has been ordered.  He is still investigating plows for the new truck and will update the Board with the information he finds.  He is speaking with surrounding towns to see what they use.  Discussion concerning water line detectors for mapping took place. Selectman Paight and Ms. Booth will look into a Leak Detection Grant available.  Mr. Tarr left at 6:15PM.
Officer Byam and Chief Lyons joined the meeting at 6:15PM and showed how the new Lidar Radar device the Police Department purchased works.  This was purchased with matching funds from the NH Highway Safety Agency. Chief Lyons let the Select Board know that the the PD Administrative Assistant, Ms. Boncal has given her notice of resignation.  Chief Lyons has posted the position.   Officer Byam discussed training he just finished with NH Police Standards and Training Council.   Office Byam and Chief Lyons left at 6:30PM.
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
The Select Board discussed the possibility of having a Town credit card for large dollar purchases by Town employees, instead of reimbursements having to be submitted.  Chairman Pitt will research this and let the Select Board know of her findings at the next meeting.  
The Select Board reviewed and signed the Auditor Engagement letter.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept and sign the Auditor Engagement letter received from Vachon Clukay & Company, PC.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept and signed Appointments for the following persons:

The Select Board discussed signage needed for the Allen Property and the Park Pavillion.  Naming of the Allen Property was discussed and this along with the signage will be discussed again at the next meeting.  

The Select Board reviewed and signed a Building Permit for Map 2, Lots 29 & 60.  
The Select Board discussed insurance and will meet with Primex this week to do an analysis of coverage.  

The Select Board read a request from Main Crust Pizza to serve liquor at their two outside tables that each seat two people.  There was no objection from the Selectmen.  A copy of this meeting’s minutes will be sent to Main Crust Pizza.
The Select Board discussed lack of payments made to the Town by Mrs. Corbett.  Late fees have accrued.  The payment plan will be looked into further.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the IRS guideline for the 2016 Mileage Rate to $.54.  
The Select Board reviewed the list of Town email addresses for employees, Boards, Committees, and Departments.  Many are out of date and Ms. Booth will delete those.  

The Select Board reviewed and signed the new water warrant.  
The Select Board read a resignation letter from Paul Laurendeau.  

The Select Board reviewed the Status Report of Parcels Eligible for Deeding by Town in Relation to 2014 Lien.  Meetings will be set up with owners that would like to speak with the Selectmen on April 18, 2016.  

Ms. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 4/5/2016, meeting as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.
Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifest in the amount of  $26,818.56. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amountof $7,293.85; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,186.59, the FICA General Ledger in the amount of  $2,511.52. Vote to approve was unanimous.
Motion to enter Nonpublic Session was made by Ms. Paight and seconded by Mrs. Harris.  Per RSA 91-A:3, II (a).  
Roll Call vote to enter nonpublic session; Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes. 
Nonpublic session was entered into at 8:10PM.  No others were present as Ms. Booth left at 8:05PM.  

Motion to leave nonpublic session and return to public session was made by Mrs. Paight, seconded by Mrs. Harris.  Motion passed.  Public session reconvened at 9:15PM.

Motion passed.
