Mr. Gavrin discussed with Selectmen the Allen Property purchased by the Town and how the Conservation Commission would like to see it used.  The Selectmen stated that a pedestrian bridge will need to be built over the water channel for access to the Allen Town Property.  Mr. Gavrin would like to make sure wetland concerns are met and measures of such a bridge are properly followed.  Mr. Gavrin and the Select Board discussed who will be responsible for the property.  The Recreation Department will oversee the day-to-day operations and the School will continue to maintain the trails and remove trash.  This property will be available to all Town residents as a public property with access by foot.  Mr. Gavrin left at 8:25PM.
