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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

May 2, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was Mr. Gostyla.
APPOINTMENTS
6:30PM – Mr. Gostyla, Nuisance Ordinance
Mr. Gostyla told the Select Board that on his road, Hidden View Drive, there are Guina Fowl that free range from a neighbor’s yard into his yard and surrounding neighbor’s yards.  The Fowl get into gardens, plantings, and freely wander about his yard, defacing it and leaving defecation.  It has become a safety and health issue for Mr. Gostyla’s family.  Mr. Gostyla went to the neighbor that owns the Fowl to let him know of his concerns of the Fowl coming into his yard.  The owner of the Fowl stated they are now free range.  Mr. Gostyla went to the Police Department to find out what to do.  Chief Lyons went and spoke with the owner of the Fowl.  The owner assured Chief Lyons the situation would be taken care of within a week.   It has now been over a month.  Mr. Gostyla is asking for help from the Select Board.  The Select Board will send a letter to the owner of the Fowl concerning these issues.  Mr. Gostyla left at 6:40PM.  
Mr. Neimala joined the meeting at 6:40PM.  He is with Neimala Design.  He had questions for the Select Board concerning codes.  After discussion, it was decided the Mr. Neimala will send a letter/email with questions that the Board can research.  Mr. Neimala left at 6:55PM.

Mr. Russell joined meeting 6:55PM.  He stated that the house at 9 Highland Street is vacant and has some very serious hazards.   One of them is an above ground pool that is half full with a ramp near the edge of pool. He is worried the situation is a dangerous threat to the children that live near the home.   The Select Board will take action on the situation.  Mr. Russell left at 7:00PM.  
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Ms. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 4/25/2016 and meeting as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.
The Selectmen reviewed and signed General Journal Postings.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifests in the amounts of $670.06 and $32,121.35. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amountof $7,560.71; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,211.28, the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,411.31. Vote to approve was unanimous.

The Select Board reviewed and signed a Building Permit for Map 01 Lot 019.   
The Select Board reviewed and signed a Sewer Abatement Application for Map 03 Lot 090-D31. 
The Select Board discussed the properties Map14 Lot 020 and Map 03 Lot 058 in reference to ownership by the Town. 
An update was discussed concerning transferring the Town insurance to Primex, NH Public Risk Management Exchange, as PTL, the insurance company the Town currently has, will no longer have certain coverage available.  The savings of going with Primex, along with the benefits they provide seem to be the best of all insurance quotes received.  
The Select Board discussed the membership of the Planning Board.  Specifically, the  recent acceptance of two resignations.  Possible appointments and interested citizens were discussed.    

The Select Board discussed a letter from a citizen concerning the use of lime in the Town Cemeteries.  The Select Board’s understanding is that lime is not used in the cemeteries.  Chairman Pitt will look into the situation.  

Mr. Switzer joined the meeting at 8:25PM.  He discussed signage for the pavilion with the Select Board.  He also confirmed the Boy Scout Troop will build a bridge for the entrance to the Allen Town Forest over the culvert, as a community service project.  He stated that pavilion permits can be obtained by contacting the Recreation Department.  Mr. Switzer left at 8:35PM.
Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 8:40PM.
