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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

May 9, 2016
The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was Mr. Tarr.
APPOINTMENTS
6:30PM – Mr. Tarr, Highway Department
Mr. Tarr discussed with the Select Board a culvert located on Pleasant Street.  He also discussed the condition of a bridge on Roxbury Road near the power station.  The Selectmen agreed that Mr. Tarr should research possible repairs for the bridge and report back to the Select Board.  Chairman Pitt stated it may be sensible to start a Capital Reserve Fund for Bridge Repairs.  Mr. Tarr left at 6:45PM.  
Mrs. Grace and Mrs. Woodward  joined the meeting at 6:45PM representing the Cemetery Trustees.  Discussion followed concerning lime use in the cemeteries.  It was verified that lime is not used.  What happens is that acid rain turns black marble to white and that reaction on a headstone causes damage.   Mrs. Grace and Mrs. Woodward stated their concerns to the Select Board that residents of Marlborough are purchasing grave lots and then transferring them to non-residents.  The Town Ordinance specifically states that only Town residents may purchase grave lots.  The Town taxes are used to provide perpetual care as the cost of the lots do not cover these expenses.  If non-residents purchase grave lots, the availability will be lessened for Town residents. After discussion, the Select Board decided to hold a Public Hearing on May 23, 2016 at 7:00PM at the Town Hall to revise the Rules and Regulations of the Town Cemeteries.    In the meantime, the Town will suspend the sales of any grave lots.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded a motion to suspend all sales of Town Cemetery grave lots, unless there is a death during this period, until after the Public Hearing on May 23rd.  Mrs. Grace and Mrs. Woodward left at 7:30PM.   
Motion to enter Nonpublic Session was made by Ms. Paight and seconded by Mrs. Harris, per RSA 91-A:3, II (c). 

Roll Call vote to enter nonpublic session; Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes. 

Nonpublic session was entered into at 7:31PM.  
Public session reconvened at 7:40PM.  
Motion to seal minutes concerning the above appointment was made by Mrs. Paight and seconded by Mrs. Harris.

Roll Call vote to seal minutes: Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes.  

Motion passed.  

Motion to enter Nonpublic Session was made by Ms. Paight and seconded by Mrs. Harris.  Per RSA 91-A:3, II (c).  
Roll Call vote to enter nonpublic session; Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes. 
Nonpublic session was entered into at 7:41PM.  
Public session reconvened at 8:12PM. 
Motion to seal minutes was made by Mrs. Paight and seconded by Mrs. Harris.

Roll Call vote to seal minutes: Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes.  

Motion passed.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Ms. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 5/2/2016 and 5/6/2016 meetings as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.
The Selectmen reviewed and signed General Journal Postings.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifests in the amounts of $100.00 and $28,793.32. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amountof $7,165.72; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,075.97, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,374.81. Vote to approve was unanimous.

The Select Board discussed the intersection of Water Street and Depot Street.  A letter was received by a resident with concerns of the intersection needing changes.  It was determined  nothing can be done as the land at the intersection is privately owned.
The Select Board discussed a request from Mr. Pokines requesting permission to operate his ice cream truck, Mr. Smarty Pants, on Marlborough streets this summer. The Selectmen agreed to this annual request and an approval letter will be sent to Mr. Pokines.  

The Select Board reviewed an email from Mr. Mayer, the Town Counsel concerning a property on Bixby Street.  Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Town Councel’s recommendation to release interest in property on Map 05 Lot 058 for the sum of $2,500.00.  The property interest owned by the Town is of limited value.  The money from this sale will be deposited into the General Fund.  

The Select Board reviewed and signed a Building Permit for Map 05 Lot 125 with the conditions that it meets all required setbacks.   
An update was discussed concerning transferring the Town insurance to Primex, NH Public Risk Management Exchange, as PTL, the insurance company the Town currently has, will no longer have certain coverage available.  The savings of going with Primex, along with the benefits they provide seem to be the best of all insurance quotes received. There was discussion about adding coverage for unemployment compensation.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept Primex as the new insurance company the Town uses for Property, Liability, Workman’s Compensation.  Vote was unanimous.
The Select Board discussed upcoming Tax Bills and requirement dates concerning such bills.     

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 9:25PM.
