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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

May 31, 2016
The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was Mr. Goodell.
APPOINTMENTS
6:30PM – Neil Goodell – Water Department
Mr. Goodell discussed with the Selectmen the necessity of painting and refurbishing all the fire hydrants in Marlborough.  There is a lot of prepping, landscaping, and painting that is involved in the process.  Mr. Goodell is part-time with the Town of Marlborough and would like to hire a temporary part-time employee for this project.  

Mrs. Harris moved and Ms. Pitt seconded a motion to accept Mr. Goodell’s recommendation to hire a part-time employee exclusively for the project of refurbishing the Town of Marlborough’s fire hydrants.  The terms of this agreement would be as follows:  the amount of compensation would equal the amount paid to Mr. Goodell that would be paid if he did the job.  The job will be approximately a total of 87 hours at $20/hour for the entire project to be completed by the end of the summer.  Vote to approve was unanimous.  

Mr. Goodell also discussed the need for future water projects in the Town.  These include, but are not limited to water main crossing analysis and leak detection.  There are low interest loans and grants available and Mr. Goodell would requests that someone from the Selectmen’s office attend a seminar scheduled in the near future to inquire on these programs. Ms. Booth will attend the seminar and report back to the Selectmen and Mr. Goodell.  It was also suggested to meet again with Luis Adorno, NH Department of Environmental Services.  He is the Environmental Services Manager and will be able to provide the Town with available loan and grant information.  Mr. Goodell left at 7:05PM

7:00PM – Mrs. Coutts, Marlborough Resident 
Mrs. Coutts discussed with the Selectmen her husband’s purchase of a property on Tarbox Court.  She stated an eviction notice was in process, but that the process will take a long time.  She is unable to get liability insurance for the property and is asking the Selectmen for help in the form of condemning the property.  The Selectmen stated with the eviction process going on, there is nothing they can do and that a Condemnation Notice would go to the owner, not the tenant.   That process would not be any quicker than eviction process currently in process.  Condemning the property would be an expense for tax payers and because this is a private matter not a Town one. Mrs. Coutts left at 7:40PM.  
The Selectmen discussed the Cemetery Public Hearing held on May 16th.  Ms. Pitt has researched other municipalities in reference to the sale and transfer of cemetery plots.  She will draft a letter stating her findings to Mrs. Grace.  Ms. Pitt would like to propose a solution at the next Selectmen’s meeting.  
Ms. Booth let the Selectmen know that the Town had received $5000.00 from the New Hampshire the Beautiful Grant.  This grant money will go toward the purchase of the new Bobcat for the Marlborough Recycling and Transfer Center.  
Mr. Switzer with the Recreation Department joined the meeting at 7:50PM. He discussed the Grant for Trails program with the Selectmen.  He will take a look at it and see if this is something the Town will want to apply for.  The Selectmen and Mr. Switzer commented on the  Allen Town Forest Dedication Ceremony that took place May 21st.  They also discussed the possibility of changing the name of Recreation Committee to the Parks and Recreation Committee. This process will be discussed at a future meeting.  Mr. Switzer discussed the partnering with Summit Athletic Center to sell business signs for the ballfields. The Selectmen would like to invite someone from Summit Athletic Center to come in to talk with Board of Selectmen on how this program would work before any decisions are made.  Mr. Switzer will set up that meeting.
Mr. Switzer discussed lights that were donated to the Town for the ballfield.  He has researched the cost of using these lights: $43/hour with a $29 monthly meter fee would be the electricity cost. He has discussed this with the Jr. Swamp Bats and they are willing to pay for their light time. He showed the Selectmen a blueprint for the poles. Mr. Switzer is asking for steps from the Selectmen to push this program forward.  They would also like a detailed plan for maintenance costs and any other costs that may be associated with the lights. The issue of ballfield lights will be presented at a Public Hearing.  Mr. Switzer left at 8:45PM.  
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Ms. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 5/16/2016 Selectmen’s meeting and the 5/16/2016 Public Hearing as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.
The Selectmen reviewed and signed General Journal Postings.

Ms. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifest in the amount of $6,632.16. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amount of $7,663.75; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,211.28, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,463.00. Vote to approve was unanimous.
Motion to enter Nonpublic Session was made by Ms. Pitt and seconded by Mrs Paight, per RSA 91-A:3, II (c) at 8:46PM.  
Roll Call vote to enter nonpublic session; Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes. 

Nonpublic session was entered into at 8:46PM.  
Public session reconvened at 9:10PM.  
Motion to seal minutes was made by Mrs. Harris and seconded by Mrs. Paight.

Roll Call vote to seal minutes: Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes.  

Motion passed. 
Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 9:10PM.
