CEMETERY TRUSTEES MEETING MINUTES

June 27, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 7:15PM by Chairman Grace.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Harris and Mrs. Paight, Mr. Woodward, Mrs. Woodward,  and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  
The purpose of this meeting was to review and adopt price increases for the Town cemetery lots and decide whether they should be sold as Burial Deeds or Right to Interment lots. 
There was discussion on research conducted by Mrs. Grace and Chairman Pitt concerning the differences between selling grave lots as Burial Deeds or Right to Interment followed.  A Right To Interment precludes ownership of the land above the ground, and hence, provides the Trustees more control over decorations in the cemeteries.  This change is consistant with man y surrounding towns. 
Mrs. Grace moved and Mrs. Woodward seconded a motion for the Town to change from selling Burial Deeds to Right To Interments for sales of grave lots.  Vote to approve was unanimous.
Mrs. Grace moved and Mrs. Woodward seconded a motion for the Town to set the following price increases for Town Graves:  
Pine Grove Cemetery - $200 for single 4’ x 5’ cremation lot and $400 for one full burial lot (one grave).
 Meeting House Cemetery - $400 for a single 4’ x 5’cremation lot and $800 for one full burial lot (one grave).   Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Grace moved and Mrs. Woodward seconded a motion to accept an amendment to Article 5 of the Cemetery Rules and Regulations. Obtaining of Lots in the Cemeteries
A. Lots will be available only in the section of the cemetery currently being sold. Only residents of Marlborough (the term “residents” being defined in paragraph ten (10) of Definition of Terms) may purchase burial lots. Former residents who had resided in the Town for at least ten (10) years and who have not been removed from the Town for more than five (5) years may also purchase lots. Once a lot is purchased, it may not be transferred or assigned to a non-Marlborough resident.

Vote to approve was unanimous.

The Cemetery Rules and Regulations and The Cemetery Right To Interment (formerly Deed) will be updated.      

Mrs. Grace moved and Mrs. Woodward seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous.   Meeting adjourned at 7:40PM.
