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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

July 18, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present were Chief Lyons and Officer Byam.  
APPOINTMENTS

6:30PM – Chris Lyons, Chief, Police Department   

Chief Lyons updated the Selectmen about the functioning of the Police Department.
Officer Byam informed the Selectmen of a complaint of a wood hut and stove placed on private property without the owner’s permission.  Officer Byam contacted abutting property owners to see if they had any information.  The property owner has been informed of what action they can take.  Chief Lyons spoke to the Selectmen of a bridge accident on Canada Street early this morning.  Discussion of the intersection at the bridge took place.  Chief Lyons updated the Selectmen on the training progress of the new Administrative Assistant in the Police Department.  Chief Lyons and Officer Byam left at 7:05PM.  
7:00PM – Mike Wilber, Health Officer
Mr. Wilber joined the meeting at 6:55PM. 
Motion to enter Nonpublic Session was made by Ms. Pitt and seconded by Mrs Paight, per RSA 91-A:3, II (b) at 7:00PM.  

Roll Call vote to enter Nonpublic session; Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes. 

Nonpublic session was entered into at 7:00PM.  

Public session reconvened at 7:30PM.  

Motion to seal minutes was made by Mrs. Harris and seconded by Mrs. Paight.

Roll Call vote to seal minutes: Mrs. Paight – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Ms. Pitt – Yes.  

Motion passed. 

7:30PM – Katrina Maloney

Ms. K. Maloney, Ms. S. Sauvain, and Mr. J. Geigel joined the meeting at 7:30PM. 
Discussion of a grey water dry well and electrical power at a property on Oliver Road took place.
Ms. Sauvain stated the Town Building Inspector came to the property to conduct an inspection.  She informed the Building Inspector that she and Mr. Geigel would be gone for a month.  When they returned they were informed by Ms. Maloney of the sense of urgency to get the grey water well dug.  They have done an extensive amount of research and would like to make a mulch pit for the grey water.  They described the mulch pit and how it works to the Selectmen.  They believe it to be a better waste water treatment than the grey water dry well with stones.  Chairman Pitt reiterated that there was an urgency for the dry well to be dug and they should contact the Department of Environmental Services (DES) to determine if DES will approve this instead of the gravel filled grey water dry well.  Once the grey water well or mulch pit, if approved, is completed Ms. Sauvain will need to contact the Building Inspector for a final inspection.  Ms. Maloney, Ms. Sauvain, and Mr. Geigel left at 7:50PM.
Chairman Pitt suggested the Selectmen invite the Town Assessment Company, Comerford Nieder Perkins, LLC to discuss the re-evaluation process that took place this past spring in the event residents have questions.  Ms. Booth will set up a meeting within the next few weeks.  

The Selectmen reviewed a Sign Permit for Assembly Ice Cream.  The sign does not meet the setback requirements of the zoning ordinance.  Ms. Pitt will send the property owner a letter stating the process they will need to follow.   
The Selectmen reviewed and signed state form CD-57-S in reference to the sale of the Town interest in property on Bixby Road.  
The Selectmen reviewed and signed DRA form MS-535.  

The Selectmen reviewed and signed a Sewer Abatement for account #004449.

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence from a Marlborough resident about two properties for sale on Route 101.  Ms. Booth has emailed the resident that the Zoning Board is reviewing an application for a Special Exemption on one of the properties.  The second property will be referred to the Zoning Board for further handling.  
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Mrs. Harris moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Registers in the amounts of $17,876.60 and $294.00. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amount of $6,881.13; the Payroll Check Registers in the amount of $957.98 and $464.13, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,437.94. Vote to approve was unanimous.

The Selectmen discussed a scheduled visit this week to the Town of Wilton with DES Environmental Program Manager, Luis Adorno, to observe their Asset Management Program.  Attending will be Ms. Booth, Ms. Pitt, Mr. Goodell, and Mrs. Paight.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 7/11/2016 as amended.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 8:40PM.
