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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

July 25, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was David Aiken, RTC Manager.  
APPOINTMENTS

6:30PM – David Aiken, RTC MANAGER
The Board discussed the scheduled Hazardous Waste Days Program in Keene.  The discussion included the charges the Town of Marlborough incurred with the program. The Selectmen and Mr. Aiken discussed the worthiness of this budget expenditure vs. reimbursing residents for use of the Keene Hazardous Waste Program.  Mr. Aiken also discussed the electronics recyclables sent to the Town of Swanzey and the budget expenditure associated with that program.   
The Selectmen and Mr. Aiken discussed security measures to be taken on the RTC building.  Chairman Pitt mentioned the need for the Safety Committee made up of Town employees to be meeting on a regular basis. Mr. Aiken told the Selectmen of the RTC building floor being cleaned by a Town resident who volunteered their time and labor. Chairman Pitt suggested the Town reimburse the resident for any supplies used in the cleaning of the floor.  Mr. Aiken also let the Selectmen know the RTC building slab may have some structural problems that should be investigated.   Free Appliance Disposal Day has been set for August 20th.  Free Tire Disposal Day has been set for August 27th.  Ms. Booth will make notice dates available on the Town website.  Discussion took place concerning the price charged for plastic bags made available to Town residents vs. the cost of the bags the Town incurs.  Discussion of RTC revenue vs. expenses took place.  Mr. Aiken left at 7:35PM.  
Marjorie Shepardson joined the meeting at 6:45PM. 
At 7:35PM Mrs. Shepardson, New Hampshire House Representative, asked the Selectmen if the Interim Minister for The Federated Church of Marlborough could get a Town beach permit.  Chairman Harris stated this was actually on the agenda for this evening as the minister had submitted a request himself.  The Selectmen reviewed Rev. Robert Vodra’s letter.
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded to give Rev. Vodra a Town beach permit while he is Interim Minister. Vote to approve was unanimous.
Mrs. Shepardson asked the Selectmen if there was anything they’d like brought up and/or introduced during the next year.  Chairman Pitt asked for the Public Records Law to be revamped in reference to keeping records and supplying copies of records when requested.  Mrs. Shepardson said a bill was introduced to allow digital record keeping this past year, but didn’t pass.  Mrs. Shepardson left at 7:40PM.  

Mrs. Harris moved and Chairman Pitt seconded to accept $2500 from the proceeds of the Bixby Road property sale.  This will be accepted as unanticipated revenue. Vote to approve was unanimous.
Chairman Pitt and Mrs. Paight updated Mrs. Harris on the DES Asset Management meeting that took place in Wilton on July 20th.  Mr. Goodell, Marlborough Water Works Manager will come up with a schedule to make sure the December grant application is applied for and the Town is ready to begin the process of creating an Asset Management Program for the Town of Marlborough in early 2017.  
The Selectmen reviewed a Community Action Report from DRA Municipal and Property Division.  No action was required.
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Mrs. Harris moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Registers in the amounts of $3,303.98 and $625.85. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amount of $7,814.85; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,261.13, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,723.63. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 7/11/2016 as amended.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 8:00PM.
