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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

August 17, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 10:00AM by Chairman Pitt.  Present was Selectman Mrs. Harris and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present were Mari Brunner and Raul Gonzalez, Mike Wilber, David Wisell, and Larry Robinson. 
10:00AM, Mr. Wilber, Health Officer, discussed a phone call he’d received from the Keene Sentinel concerning a water main break.  He advised the Selectmen know there was no health concern with the color and that both Mr. Goodell and Mr. Tarr were aware of the situation.  Chairman Pitt was going to look into the situation, but she understood there was a water line break on McKinley Circle and it had been fixed promptly by the Public Works Department.  There was a discussion of inspections for building permits.  Snow load regulations and calculations were discussed in reference to BOCA (Building Codes).  

Mr. Wilber explained to the Selectmen the approval sequence for the building/electrical/plumbing permits he would like to see implemented for inspections.  Mr. Wilber left at 10:16AM.  

10:16AM, Mr. Wisell advised the Selectmen of his concern regarding the misuse of properties at Map 13, Lots 081 & 083.   
He believes the storing of unlicensed vehicles and heavy equipment, building, salvage, and construction materials is not permitted per the zoning for these lots.  His concern is that this is happening without special exemption or variance.  Due to the fact these properties are near and/or abut the waterway, he believes the possibility of safety and health issues should be addressed.  He expressed concern for the safety of children walking on the road, because of the heavy equipment.  Chairman Pitt stated she would draft a letter to the property owner indicating that the use of the properties is a violation of zoning and may also violate environmental regulations of SWRPC.  
Mr. Wisell left at 10:25AM.
APPOINTMENTS

10:25AM – Mari Brunner & Raul Gonzalez; Southwest Region Planning Commission (SWRP)   

Mr. Robinson joined Ms. Brunner and Mr. Gonzalez at this meeting as a commissioner.  Mr. Robinson will be retiring next year from the Board of Directors of SRPC.  Mr. Robinson told the Selectmen that Marlborough is allowed two commissioners to represent the town on the SWRP.   They meet times a year.  Ms. Booth will put a notice on the Town website looking for volunteers to be on the commission.  
Mr. Gonzales provided an overview of SWRP and what services and programs it offers. Some of them include regional and municipal planning, transportation, economic development, and mapping/data management.  
Ms. Brenner provided an overview of the Partnerships to Improve Community Health (PICH)  to address health and disease control.  Programs such as Safe Routes to School and Complete Streets were described.  The programs are tailored to each community according to its needs.  The big issue and concern of Marlborough for safe streets and safe routes is the Route 101 corridor.  A discussion of issues surrounding the safety of that corridor took place.  There was an explanation of the Bike Rack Program.  
Mrs. Harris asked Mr. Robinson about the Scenic Gateway Overlay District shown on the Zoning and Future Land Use Plan maps of Marlborough.  Mr. Robinson stated the maps were made, but the Scenic Gateway Overlay District was not enacted by the Town.  

Mr. Robinson, Mr. Gonzalez, and Ms. Brunner left at 10:55AM.  

Police Chief Lyons and David Aiken joined the meeting at 10:45AM.  

Chief Lyons discussed crossing guards for Marlborough Madness.  A request has been submitted by organizer Malaise Lindenfeld to see if the Town would be able to provide liability insurance for the crossing guards.  

Chief Lyons updated the Selectmen of other happenings in the Police Department.  

11:00 David Aiken; Recycle Transfer Center
Mr. Aiken updated the Selectmen on happenings at the RTC.  The baler had a small repair this week; notice stating “No money kept inside premises” has been posted at the RTC building in light of the recent break-in.  Mr. Aiken reminded the Selectmen of the free appliance and free tire disposal days.  They are listed on the website and Mr. Aiken has hung bulletins stating the dates and times of each day.  The Selectmen and Mr. Aiken discussed setting up a Revolving Capital Reserve Fund for the RTC.  Money from cans and bottles returns could be used to develop this fund.  There was a discussion of tinted see through bags for disposal of garbage at the RTC.  It was determined that as long as the bags were see through to make sure recyclables are not being disposed of, colored see through bags would be accepted.  It was decided a policy update to accept tinted see through bags would be enacted.   Mr. Aiken left at 11:40AM.  
A discussion of Zoning Board Appeals (ZBA) appointments proposals took place.  Kim Wilcox and Cailen Lucey were proposed.   

Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to appoint Kim Wilcox and Cailen Lucey to the ZBA.  Motion passed.  
Ms. Booth left at 12:00PM.  
Between 12:00PM. And 1:00PM the Selectment attended a webinar on new wage and overtime requirements effective December 1, 2016.  
The Selectmen’s meeting continued at 1:05PM.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Review of the minutes of the 8/8/2016 Selectmen’s meeting  took place.  Mrs. Harris moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 8/8/2016 as drafted.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

A discussion of a non-Marlborough resident requesting a Beach Permit took place.  

A discussion of the vacant  Emergency Manager position and the SWRP commision vacancies took place.  This will be put on the website to ask for volunteers for these postions.  
A discussion of a representative from Cheshire TV attending a meeting of the Selectmen took place.  Our representation will be asked to attend a meeting.  
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 1:20PM.
