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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

August 26, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 9:00AM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present were Brian Tarr and Mike Wilber.  

Discussion took place on the necessity of a new water operator for the Town.  Discussed was the job description along with full-time vs. part-time hours.  Mr. Tarr explained what assistance a full-time Water Operator could provide in the Highway Department.   The Water Department has been making great strides in positioning the Town for grants and an Asset Management Program.  The new employee would need to be Water Distribution and Water Treatment certified and be able to play a significant role in the continued structure of the Water Department.  Payroll budget for the Water and Sewer Departments was discussed.  
Mrs. Harris moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to hire a full-time Water/Sewer Operator who would also assist in the Highway Department.  Vote was unanimous.
Discussion of a job description for this position took place.  A rate survey and job description will be done by Ms. Booth and given to the Selectmen for their review.  
Mr. Tarr discussed with the Selectmen future paving projects to be done. Mr. Tarr left at 10:00AM.    

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to hire Mike Wilber as Town of Marlborough Building Inspector from Acting Building Inspector.  Vote was unanimous.

The Selectmen and Mr. Wilber discussed the Building Inspector job description and payscale.  They also discussed a reorganization of the Town Building/Electrical/Plumbing permit applications.  This included how many visits would be needed by each Building Inspector, Electrical Inspector, and Plumbing Inspector.  Permit fees and requirements were reviewed.  All permit applications and fees will be updated in the near future.
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 11:45AM.
