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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

August 29, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was Bill Coutts.  

APPOINTMENTS

6:30PM – Bill Coutts, Marlborough Resident

Mr. Coutts discussed with the Selectmen a letter he received stating he was in violation of Town Zoning Ordinances.   Concerns are potential environmental issues along with salvage items on the properties.   He discussed with the Selectmen his plan to correct any violations on both properties concerned.    Mr. Coutts and the Selectmen agreed to a schedule for cleaning up both properties and correcting any violations.  The date set for all corrections is Nov. 15th.
